6.1.7 PoC Client Leaving a PoC Session

6.1.7.1 Leaving a PoC session - on-demand case 

When the PoC participant wants leave the PoC session and the PoC session was established using on-demand signaling as described in chapter 6.1.4.3 “On-demand session establishment”, the PoC client:

1. SHOULD release the granted permission to talk or cancel the queued talk burst requests and interact with the user plane as described in [OMA POC UP] “PoC Client procedures at PoC session termination.

2. SHALL send the SIP BYE request towards PoC server according to the procedures of SIP/IP core.  

Upon receiving a SIP 200 “OK” response to the BYE request, the PoC Client releases user plane resources.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.P0013.4] with the clarifications given in this sub-clause.
