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1 Reason for Contribution

This is a continuation of comment 1635.  Addresses problems in 7.3.1.8.  These are incorrect pointer to other section, duplicate 202; also a need for the PoC Server to add itself to the record-route for reasons other than just NOTIFY responses.

3 Detailed Proposal

Comment 1635
The PoC WG discussed the elimination of section 7.3.1.8 as part of comment 1635, but decided that 7.3.1.8 would remain as a pointer-like section to other sections for REFER requests sent to the PoC Server.  However in that case there are problems with the text to be fixed.
The text of section 7.3.1.8 bullet 2 states that if the Request URI is that of a Pre-Established Session (PES), then the PoC server shall perform "adding participants"; however this is an initiating PF section and there is already an initiating PF, namely section 7.3.1.5.  It could also be that the method on the Refer-to line is a "BYE" not an INVITE, e.g., the user is leaving the PoC Session.  Therefore, the BYE method needs to be added with a pointer to the correct "Initiating PF" section.  But, if these sections were added to 7.3.1.8, then the PoC User would have two "202 responses" sent because pointed sections, too, send "202 responses".    

Thus, 7.3.1.8 for the pre-established session should not send a "202 response", but instead reference correct "Initiating PF sections that send the "202 responses".

Furthermore, the issue of sending SIP requests outside of dialogs may require that the PF PoC Server record-route itself for other kinds of responses, such as a 202 response.  The PoC Server needs to route record itself in this case as well. This is part of the discussion surrounding contributions on 6.1.7, which are 0056, 0152, and 0148.  

Therefore:
7.3.1.8 SIP REFER request received

Upon receiving a SIP REFER request the PoC Server: 

· 1. SHALL check the SIP REFER request;

a) if the PoC Server cannot accept the SIP REFER request, it SHALL return a 4xx response according to rules and procedures of [RFC3515]. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps'

· 2. SHALL check the identity contained in the Request-URI;

a) if the identity in the Request-URI belongs to a Pre-established Session owned by the PoC Server, then the PoC Server SHALL:

i. perform the procedures specified in subclause 7.3.1.5 "PoC Initiation Using Pre-established Session", if the “method” parameter in the Refer-to header is set as “INVITE”;
 ii. perform the procedures specified in subclause  7.3.1.10.2  "SIP REFER BYE request from the PoC Client - Pre-established Case", if the “method” parameter in the Refer-to header is set as”BYE”;
b) if the identity in the Request-URI does not belong to a Pre-established Session owned by the PoC Server, then the PoC Server SHALL:
i. SHALL based on local policy add its own address to a Record-Route header in the SIP REFER request if the PoC Server requires to be on the route of SIP NOTIFY requests or response other SIP Requests sent as part of the SIP REFER request's dialog; 

ii. SHALL proxy the SIP REFER request back to the SIP/IP Core according to rules and  procedures of the SIP/IP Core. 

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of  [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
