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1 Reason for Contribution

Unfortunately Nokia was not able to make all contributions on the internal plan.  Here are listed the open issues which are not yet covered by the contributions to the Frankfurt meeting. 

2 Summary of Contribution

The following items are not yet covered:

· maximum number of simultaneous sessions are not checked in the CP

· maximum number of URIs in the ad hoc group session set up request is not checked

· 7.5.x covers some error cases, but most of error cases are covered in earlier subclauses. 7.5.x should be removed and issues covered in the earlier subclauses.

· Auto answer request is never negatively responded by PoC Client, how to cover e.g. the case that UE is involved in a CS call.

· When adding somebody to a PoC session access rules are not checked.

· We don’t specify if inviting user identity or group identity is used, when checking the access rules.  This is important on pre-arranged group case.

· 3.2 Authenticated Originator’s definition isn’t consistent with its usage.

· 7.2.1.2, 7.2.1.3, 7.2.1.4, 7.2.1.5  Error response varies (404, 403) after Accept-Contact test.

· 6.1.6.2 and 7.3.1.10.2: URI-list case is missing in REFER/BYE.

· 6.1.3.2.3 Title is inconsistent with the content (join a chat session).

· method=INVITE still in many places. It is said in RFC3261 that the default is INVITE so we should refer to RFC3261 if method is not explicitly specified.

· RFC3323 should be removed in many places e.g. in 2.1

· 3.2 PoC Session Identity is not correct. In pre-established case it may be received in SIP header Contact.

· Some review comments are marked as covered, but they are not adopted in the corresponding documents.
