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1 Reason for Contribution

 Contains filter criteria proposed in OMA-POC-2005-0184-LATE-CP-comments-0148, which the author understood was to be included as part of the outcome of the Frankfurt meeting.  On the conference call Lucent was instructed to resubmit the filter criterion, and thus does so in this contribution. 

2 Summary of Contribution

In section 6.1.7, the PoC Client sends a SIP REFER request outside a dialog; the REFER has the usual +g.poc.talkburst caller preference the PoC client sends whenever it creates new dialogs.  Further, recall it is necessary for the PoC Client to always send SIP Requests via the PoC User's PF PoC Server in the home network.  The be specific, the PoC AD says:

The PoC server performing the PoC Controlling Function will have no direct communication to the PoC Client for PoC session signaling, but will interact with the PoC Client via the PoC Server performing the Participating Functioning for the PoC Client.   

Furthermore, as the CP currently exists, the PoC Client needs to send a REFER request in section 6.1.7 outside the dialog of the pre-established session because sending inside the dialog of the pre-established session results in section 7.3.1.8 and 7.3.1.5 making the user's PoC server in the user's home network a CF PoC Server per 7.2.1.8, whereas the CF PoC Server that hosts the on-going PoC Session may in fact be a different PoC Server somewhere else in the world wide SIP/IP network. 

Sending the REFER request outside an existing dialog means the REFER bypasses the PF PoC Server, which is a violation of the architecture.  However, also recall that a REFER sent outside of a dialog will create a dialog.  To ensure the SIP core routes the SIP REFER request to the PoC User's PF PoC Server, we need to extend "B.2 Originating Filter Criteria", as presented in the "Detailed Proposal" and OMA-POC-2005-0184-LATE-CP-comments-0148.
