there appears to be some clarification needed on how Change Requests (CRs) are now being handled.  This mail provides you with an overview of the recently introduced changes via the Document Support Office (DSO), and the role of the REL committee.
 

Since the introduction of the DSO in January, increased resources and support was added to relieve the groups of the administration and burden of handling CRs.  The DSO staff are now tracking CRs (and portal changes are imminent to manage this).  The net effect of this is to ensure professional change control in OMA, and allow the groups to focus on the technical (not admin) side of generating specifications.
 

Changes may still continue to be made to DRAFT (and still yet to be approved) specifications directly by the WGs, however the DSO may provide support if they have spare capacity.
 

What has changed is the handling of CRs to approved specifications.  Once a specification has been approved by TP, and it becomes a Candidate ("-C") or Approved ("-A") specification, CRs must NOT be incorporated by the group, and must only be incorporated by the DSO; this also applies if specifications are demoted in order to incorporate a CR.  To be more precise, once a group wishes to implement a change against an approved specification (be it "-C" or "-A"), then
1. the DSO will track the CRs 

2. the CR must be sent by the group to the REL committee (use the group's DSO to do this) 

3. the REL will submit the CR to TP on behalf of the group (either as a notification for Class 2-3 CRs, or as an approval request for Class 0-1 CRs) 

4. once the CR is approved/notified, the DSO will then execute the procedure for incorporating the CRs into the specification 

5. REL will handle any subsequent need to seek Board ratification
These above processes, as a result of the DSO introduction, facilitates the more efficient, process-aligned and faster approval/implementation of CRs, and will enable the groups to focus their experts' time on technical work rather than administrative work.
 

Please ensure your group follows the above procedures for CR approval/notification/implementation.
