In section 6.1.3.3.2 'MAY' must be changed to 'SHALL'. This gives a choice to the client on whether or not to include a session type uri-parameter. If the client chooses not add the uri-parameter to the request then the server will reject the INVITE (7.2.1.3 and 7.2.1.5). Hence the 'MAY' must be changed to 'SHALL'. Only then a pre-arranged group call and chat group call requests will be honored by the controlling PoC server always (assuming other things are right).
