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1 Reason for Change

Some meetings ago we agreed to add amount of Participants in the TB_Granted message for charging purposes.  This information is as important in the TB_Taken message in the case that listening party has to pay (pre-paid) depending on the amount of participants in the PoC Session.  This contribution proposes to correct this error.

Sub clauses 6.5.7 and 6.4.4.3.1.

c) Summary of change:

The amount of participants is added to the TB_Taken message, too.  

d) Consequence if not approved:

Talking party can be charged according to the participants in the PoC Session, but not the listening parties.

3. SHALL start the timer T1 (end of RTP Media timer);

4. SHALL start the timer T2 (stop talking); and,

5. SHALL set the general state to ‘G: TB_Taken’ state.

6.5.7  TBCP Talk Burst Taken message

The TBCP Talk Burst Taken message is sent as an action from the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function to inform non-requesting PoC Client(s) that someone has been granted permission to send a Talk Burst.

The following bit pattern in the subtype field SHALL be used for the TBCP Talk Burst Taken message:

In the application dependent data, the TBCP Talk Burst Taken message SHALL carry Participants indicating the number of the Participants in the PoC Session, two SDES items, namely the CNAME item and the NAME item to identify the PoC Client that has been granted permission to send a Talk Burst Therefore the length of the packet will vary depending on the size of the SDES items.  
The CNAME identifier SHALL carry the URI of the PoC User that has been granted permission to send a Talk Burst, while the NAME identifier SHALL carry the nick name of the PoC User that has been granted permission to send a Talk Burst. The SDES items and the proper encoding of the URI and the nick name are specified in Error! Reference source not found..
