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1 Reason for Contribution

The requirements of Operator-based warning header is included in PoC2.0 release. It is desired to clarify that how much impact against PoC1.0 architecture there is to fulfilling those requirements. This contribution addresses the question.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution describes;

· There will be no Impact to PoC1.0 architecture that is generated by the functions of operator warning header
· Proposed some texts to be added to PoC2.0 AD.
3 Detailed Proposal

1. Discussion about impact on PoC1.0 Architecture

The requirement of Operator Warning Header roughly consists of the following three functions;
· Transferring indicator of acceptable language on every request message from a PoC Client to a PoC Server
· Transferring a warning text using an acceptable language of each PoC Client from a PoC Server to each PoC Client when the PoC Server replies a warning message, which contains miscellaneous information,  for any request from the PoC Client
· Displaying the received warning messages on the device as it is received by the PoC Client

Then, the components of the PoC entities to perform these functions consist of a PoC Client, and a PoC Server. There is no new additional entity to the PoC1 architecture.

2. Functional Enhancement of PoC functional entity

These requirements for Operator Warning Header is optionally, but if supported,

to fulfil those above functions, the following functions have to be supported by the PoC Client.
· Function that sends acceptable language information on request messages to the PoC Server

· Function that displays the received warning text on the device as it is received

to fulfil those above functions, the following functions have to be supported by the PoC Server

· Function that sends a warning message, which contains miscellaneous information configured by a network operator who runs the server, using a language requested by each PoC Client, if it is supported by the PoC Server.

Based on the discussion above, this contribution proposes the following texts to be added to AD2.0.

6. Description of functional entities

6.1 PoC functional entities

6.1.1 PoC Client

The PoC Client resides on the mobile terminal and is used to access the PoC service.

The PoC Client SHALL be able to:

· Allow PoC Session initiation, (e.g. codec negotiation), participation (e.g., talk or listen), and release.

· Perform registration with the SIP/IP Core.

· Authentication of the PoC User to the SIP/IP Core.
· Generate and send Talk Bursts by recording and encoding audio.
· Receive Talk Bursts and generate audio by decoding the received Talk Bursts.
· Support Talk Burst Control procedures and Talk Burst Control Protocol negotiation.

· Incorporate PoC configuration data provided by the DM Client.

· Support the capability to set the Answer Mode Indication (Manual Answer, Automatic Answer), the Incoming PoC Session Barring and Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring and Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support.

· Support User Plane adaptation procedures if initiated by the PoC Server.

· Support receiving of Instant Personal Alert.
The PoC Client SHOULD be able to:

· Send acceptable language information on request messages to the PoC Server.
· Display on the device the received warning message as it is received.

6.1.3.1 Controlling PoC Function

The PoC Server SHALL perform the following functions when it fulfils the Controlling PoC Function:

· Provides centralized PoC Session handling

· Provides the centralized media distribution

· Provides the centralized Talk Burst Control functionality including Talker Identification

· Provides SIP Session handling, such as SIP Session origination, release, etc.

· Provides policy enforcement for participation in Group Sessions

· Provides the Participants information 

· Provides for privacy of the PoC Addresses of Participants

· Collects and provides centralized media quality information

· Provides centralized charging reports

· Supports User Plane adaptation procedures

· Support Talk Burst Control Protocol negotiation.
The PoC Server SHOULD perform the following function when it fulfils the Controlling PoC Function:

· Sends a warning message using a language requested by each PoC Client
The PoC Server MAY perform the following function when it fulfils the Controlling PoC Function:

· Provide transcoding between different codecs.

6.1.3.2   Participating PoC Function

The PoC Server SHALL perform the following functions when it fulfils the Participating PoC Function:

· Provides PoC Session handling 

· Supports the User Plane adaptation procedures

· Provides SIP Session handling, such as SIP Session origination, release, etc, on behalf of the represented PoC Client

· Provides policy enforcement for incoming PoC Session (e.g. Access Control, Incoming PoC Session Barring, availability status, etc)

· Provides the Participant charging reports

· Supports Talk Burst Control Protocol negotiation

· Stores the current Answer Mode, Incoming PoC Session Barring and Incoming Instant Personal Barring preferences of the PoC Client.

· Provides for privacy of the PoC Address of the Inviting PoC User on the PoC Session setup in the terminating PoC network 
The PoC Server SHOULD perform the following function when it fulfils the Controlling PoC Function:
· Sends a warning message using a language requested by each PoC Client.

8.X Operator Warning Header
· PoC Server MAY be able to send warning message in a response to a request from a PoC Client. If supported, the warning text SHALL be able to contain miscellaneous information to be presented to the user.  The network operator who runs the server can send an appropriate message to the PoC Client using the warning text
