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1 Reason for Change

PoC XDMS has not defined any mechanism to synchronize PoC-related XDM documents when changed by different XDM Clients. 

An example of typical use case where the lack of this functionality will bring problems is:

-PoC user A is already in a poc session started by PoC user B

-PoC user A updates its access policy for not being reached any more by PoC user B

-if this functionality is not implemented, PoC server will not update access policy immediately, and therefore, will not be able to stop PoC user B communications towards PoC user A

Other possible use case is that it seems that any point in time when PoC User A changes his PoC User Access policy, how does the terminating PoC Server know that a cached policy is now stale?  It seems that without the subscribe mechanism, their is no standardized way to remain synchronized, which requires the terminating PoC Server to always perform conditional fetch to PoC XDMS

This synchronization functionality is already stated in Core XDMS 1.0 and has been implemented by Presence XDMS 1.0, Shared XDMS 1.0 and RLS XDMS 1.0 for the same reason. Therefore, proposal goes for implementing this functionality also in PoC XDMS.

R01: Changed functionality to optional. No need to update the SCR as the functionality is part of the XDM Core.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

May be a new interoperability test case needed.
