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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:
This contribution proposes clarification to the priority of PoC User in PoCv2. Priority and related procedures have been defined in PoC1. In PoC1, PoC Server (performing Controlling Function) will decide if revoke a floor based on the requester’s priority. If priority of requester is higher than current speaker, then PoC Server (performing Controlling Function) may revoke the floor from current speaker and grant it to the requester.

For PoC2, multiple media type and multiple media burst floor have been defined. The concept of priority should be enhanced to reflect these changes. Priority of PoC user: PoC user’s priority should be defined based on each media type. (E.g. PoC user may have pre-empted priority of audio, but he may have normal priority of discrete media data).  

The priority of different PoC user based on different media type can be defined by operator or configured by PoC Users.

	Priority of PoC User
	Priority of a PoC User describes priority to each type of Media Burst Data of a PoC User. E.g. PoC User may have pre-empted priority to audio media burst transportation, but he may have normal priority to discrete media burst transportation.


8.x    Priority
A PoC Session MAY have Multiple Media Burst Data. The priority of PoC User SHALL be defined according to different type of Media Burst Data. 

Priority of a PoC User:

Media Type1:    Priority (I.E. Pre-empted, High-priority, Normal etc)

Media Type2:    Priority (I.E. Pre-empted, High-priority, Normal etc)

Media Type3:    Priority (I.E. Pre-empted, High-priority, Normal etc)

PoC User MAY have different priority of each type of Media Burst Data, PoC Server will compare the priority of each type of media burst data for PoC Users. Floor for media burst of which PoC User has high priority MAY be granted. Floor for media burst of which PoC User has lower priority MAY be revoked or rejected. 
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
