In PoC 1.0 we have already specified the PoC Service Settings to cover voice and Instant Personal Alert.   Proposed functionality is an addition and doesn’t cause backward compatibility problems.

8.26 PoC Service Settings 

The PoC Client SHALL control the following PoC Service Settings via the POC-1 reference point:

· Answer Mode;

· Incoming Session Barring; 

· Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring;
· Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support;
· Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring;
· Incoming Media Barring;
· Video answer mode; and,
· Discrete Media answer mode.
The following subclause describes the PoC Service Settings in more detail.

8.26.1 Answer mode

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the Answer Mode setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User 

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the Answer Mode setting.

The possible Answer Mode settings are:

· Automatic answer; and

· Manual answer.

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL include the value of the Answer Mode in all invitations to the Served PoC User.

8.26.2 Incoming Session Barring (ISB)

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the ISB setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the ISB setting in the Home PoC Network.

The possible values are:

· ISB active; or,

· ISB not active.

If the value is “ISB active” the PoC Server SHALL reject all incoming invitations for the Served PoC User.

8.26.3 Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring (IAB)

If the Home PoC Network supports Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring, the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the IAB setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

If the PoC Client supports Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring, the PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the IAB setting in the Home PoC Network.

The possible values are:

· IAB active; or,

· IAB not active.

If the value is “IAB active” the PoC Server SHALL reject all incoming Instant Personal Alerts for the Served PoC User.

8.26.4 Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support (SSS)

If the Home PoC Network supports Simultaneous PoC Sessions, the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the SSS setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

If the PoC Client supports Simultaneous PoC Sessions, the PoC Client SHALL indicate the SSS setting to the Home PoC Network.

The possible values are:

· SSS active;or, 
· SSS not active.

NOTE : If there are ongoing PoC Sessions the new value of the SSS setting will not take effect immediately.
8.26.5 Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring (ICSB)
If the Home PoC Network supports Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring, the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the ICSB setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

If the PoC Client supports Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring, the PoC Client SHALL indicate the ICSB setting to the Home PoC Network. 

The possible values are:
· ICSB active; or,

· ICSB not active.

And if the PoC Client supports Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring the PoC Client SHALL configure the condition for the Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring via the XDM-3 reference point. 

If the value is “ICSB active” the PoC Server SHALL check the condition for the Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring from PoC-XDMS. If the condition is satisfied to bar the incoming invitations the PoC Server SHALL reject the incoming invitations for the Served PoC User.
8.26.6 Incoming Media Barring (IMB)

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the IMB setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the IMB setting in the Home PoC Network.

The possible values are:

· Video Media Barring active; 

· Video Media Barring not active;

· Discrete Media Barring active; or,

· Discrete Media Barring not active.

NOTE: The voice media is barred by using the ISB.

If the value is “Video Media Barring active” and the invitation includes another Media, which is not barred, the PoC Server SHALL inactivate the Video Media when sending invitations including the Video Media for the Served PoC User.
If the value is “Discrete Media Barring active” and the invitation includes another Media, which is not barred the PoC Server SHALL inactivate the Discrete Media when sending invitations including the Discrete Media for the Served PoC User.
If all offered Medias are barred, the PoC Server SHALL reject the invitation.
Editor’s Note:  The Discrete Media barring shall be verified to the corresponding barring in IM, when specified and when PoC 2 Discrete Media solution is selected.   

8.26.7 Video answer mode

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the Video Answer Mode setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User. 

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the Video Answer Mode setting.

The possible Video Answer Mode settings are:

· Video Automatic answer; and

· Video Manual answer.

NOTE: The voice media Answer Mode is controlled by Answer Mode.
8.26.7 Discrete Media answer mode

Editor’s Note:  If manual answer is needed for discrete media is FFS.   

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the Discrete Media Answer Mode setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User. 

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the Discrete Media Answer Mode setting.

The possible Discrete Media Answer Mode settings are:

· Discrete Media Automatic answer; and

· Discrete Media Manual answer.
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
