This subclause describes the case when PoC Server (participating & controlling) initiates a PoC Session according to the Invitation Reservation Conditions stored in the Shared Group XDMS.  In case of Pre-arranged PoC Group is located in another network, the PoC Server (controlling) is not PoC Client A’s Home PoC Server.

1. PoC Server A subscribes the Invitation Reservation Conditions document from XDM Server A by making a continuous subscription.

2. XDM Server A returns the notification, which normally does not include Invitation Reservation Conditions document.

3. The XDMC A co-located with the PoC Client A sends an Invitation Reservation Condition document to the XDM Server. 

4. When an Invitation Reservation Conditions document is created, modified or deleted in the XDM Server A, it returns the notification including the Invitation Reservation Conditions document.

5. PoC Server A evaluates the Invitation Reservation Conditions.

6. When the Invitation Reservation Conditions are met, the PoC Server A sends invitation towards the invited PoC Client(s) B.

7. When the Invitation Reservation Conditions are met, the PoC Server A sends invitation towards the PoC Client A.  
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
