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1 Reason for Change
a) Justification:
The new AD includes Manual Answer override and Polite Calling described in 8.34 “Answer mode override”. It is possible that PoC Server performing participating function stores Answer Mode settings for different media types as described in OMA-POC-POCv2-2006-0095-AD-8.x-media-barring (e.g. Video answer mode and Discrete Media answer mode).  In this case, PoC Client should support indicating Answer Mode override in invitation for Video and Discrete Media. For example, a PoC Client can indicate PoC Server override the Automatic Answer Mode setting of Video and request invited PoC Client response this video invitation manually. 

This CR proposes to describe that PoC Server and PoC Client can support Manual Answer override for Video and Discrete Media. 
PoC2 RD has Requirement (Answer Mode for Video) definitely.  Therefore, the precondition of 2006-0186 was clear enough. The requirement is,

	The PoC Service Infrastructure SHALL use the Manual Answer Mode as the default Answer Mode for the PoC Sessions when video is the Media (the PoC User can configure the Answer Mode as he wishes)
	PoC V2.0


This revision proposes to address PoC2 requirement and try to clarify the usage of Answer Mode for Video and current PoC Session Answer Mode. 
b) Clauses affected:
8.34.1 “Manual Answer Override (MAO)”
c) Summary of change:
PoC Server and PoC Client can support Manual Answer override for different media types.

d) Consequence if not approved:

AD will lack something. For instance, Manual Answer override for video is needed if PoC Server supports Video Manual Answer Mode and Automatic Answer Mode.

e) Reason for revision:

R01 makes some editorial changes and adds Editor’s notes. 
R02 included precondition of previous vision and tried to solve whole proposal in R02. After internal discussion, author stand that IMB can not replace Answer Mode.

The R02 can address the PoC2 requirement. 
289R02 reflect some comments of offline discussion.
In Vancouver meeting, it is acceptable that video media type could have different Answer Mode. The regulation can be if PoC Client configured Answer Mode, the Answer Mode of all media types will be switch to configured Answer Mode. 
Huawei tried to realize Answer Mode for Medias in PoCv2. This revision provides two approaches, one is Access Control that has more dependence on other enablers, and another one is Service Setting that has less dependence. If PoC Answer Mode Service Setting is better choice for Service Provider, this CR also agree to keep description in section 4.26 and remove the description in section 4.17. 
289R03 reflected all comments in discussion and is agreeable currently.
Nokia has a CR for OSAKA meeting based on similar concept of Answer Mode. 289R04 would like to revise R03 and provide a choice to PoC WG.

4.26.1 Answer mode
4.26.1.1 General 

The Answer Mode PoC Service Setting makes it possible for the PoC Client to:

· Set the PoC Session Answer Mode for the PoC Session when receiving a invitation to a PoC Session;

·

PoC Service Infrastructure SHALL configure default Answer Mode for Audio, Video and Discrete Media. 

PoC Session Answer Mode SHALL be used in case the invitation request includes Audio Media and doesn’t include Video Media. 

PoC Session Answer Mode for Video SHALL be used if the invitation request includes Video Media.

If the invitation request includes Discrete Media only, the automatic Answer Mode will be used.


If PoC Client change the PoC Session Answer Mode, all default Answer Mode for Medias SHALL be changed according to value of Answer Mode Service Setting. 
The Answer Mode for Audio, Video and Discrete Media MAY be overridden by the Inviting PoC User as described in subclause "4.35 Answer Mode override".
Note: PoC Answer Mode PoC Service Settings is optional implementation of Answer Mode. Service Provider may implement PoC Answer Mode using Answer Mode PoC Service Settings or Answer Mode Access Control as described in “4.17.2.1 Default access rules” and “4.17.2.2 Answer Mode access rules” according to Service Provider’s policy. 
4.26.1.2 PoC Session Answer Mode
The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the Answer Mode setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User 

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the Answer Mode setting.

The possible Answer Mode settings are:

· Automatic answer; and

· Manual answer.

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL include the value of the Answer Mode in all invitations to the Served PoC User.

 Access Control

4.17.1 
Access Control management

Access Control management includes operations that allow the XDMC to reliably manipulate the PoC User access policy and PoC Group authorization rules located in the PoC XDMS. The documents describing PoC User access policy and PoC Group authorization rules MAY include references to Contact Lists or Group Lists stored in the Shared XDMS as URI lists.

A PoC Subscriber SHALL be able to manipulate the PoC User access policy and PoC Group authorization rules when queried.     

Access Control list management uses the XML Document Management operations specified in the [XDM AD V2.0].

4.17.2 
PoC User access policy

PoC User access policy MAY be used by the PoC User as a means of controlling incoming and outgoing PoC Session requests from other PoC Users or PoC Groups. 
The PoC User access policies include: 

· Default Access Rules;
· Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring (ICSB);
· Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring (OCSB); and,
· Incoming Media Barring.
Editor’s Note: The precedence rules for combining different access policies are FFS.
PoC User access policies are superseded by the Incoming PoC Session Barring state.
4.17.2.1 Default access rules

The PoC User access rules SHALL support the following actions:

· Allow/block PoC User and PoC Groups incoming PoC Session request
· Block anonymous PoC User’s incoming PoC Session request
· Allow PoC Users to be treated in Automatic Answer Mode

The PoC User access rules MAY support the following actions:

· Allow PoC Users to override Manual Answer Mode setting, known as MAO
· Allow PoC Users to override Automatic Answer Mode setting, known as Polite Calling.

The access rules MAY be applied also on the delivery of the Instant Personal Alerts.

4.17.2.2 
Answer Mode for Medias
The PoC Server SHALL support following PoC Session Invitation handling 

· Automatic Answer Mode treatment

· Manual Answer Mode treatment
· Default Answer Mode treatment
PoC Session Answer Mode SHALL be used in case the invitation request includes Audio Media and doesn’t include Video Media. 

PoC Session Answer Mode for Video SHALL be used if the invitation request includes Video Media.

If the invitation request includes Discrete Media only, the automatic Answer Mode will be used.

Default Answer Mode treatment of PoC Session Invitation based on included Media Types is up to configuration of Service Provider.
Note: PoC Answer Mode PoC Service Settings is an optional implementation of Answer Mode. Service Provider may implement PoC Answer Mode using Answer Mode Access Control or Answer Mode PoC Service Settings as described in “5.26.1 Answer Mode” according to Service Provider’s policy. 

4.35 Answer mode override
4.35.1 Manual Answer Override (MAO)
A PoC Client MAY initiate a PoC Session with a request to override the Answer Mode setting of invited PoC Client(s) if the Answer Mode setting is the Manual Answer Mode.

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network of the PoC User requesting Answer Mode override SHALL authorize the MAO request. If authorization is not successful the establishment of the PoC Session SHALL be rejected.

The PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function serving the Invited PoC User SHALL authorize the MAO request when received in an invitation request. If authorization is not successful the invitation request SHALL be rejected.
PoC Server and PoC Client MAY support MAO for PoC Session Answer Mode for Medias.
4.35.2 Polite Calling
A PoC Client MAY initiate a PoC Session with a request to override Answer Mode setting of invited PoC Client(s) if the Answer Mode setting is the Automatic Answer Mode. 

If the PoC Server receives a manual answer request in an invitation request the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function serving an Invited PoC User SHALL use the Manual Answer Mode procedure independent on the Answer Mode setting of the PoC User's PoC Clients.
PoC Server and PoC Client MAY support Polite Calling for PoC Session Answer Mode for Medias.
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
