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1 Reason for Change

The PoC Invocation Descriptor document describes not only the syntax but also semantics of PoC Invocation Descriptor and behaviour of UE receiving a PoC Invocation Descriptor. So, we think that current description of section 1 “Scope” is too much limited and needs to be changed properly.
And, The PoC Invocation Descriptor document doesn’t target anything of Web Server behaviour. (It completely depends on the implementation.) We think that this point should be described in section 1 explicitly.
