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1 Reason for Change

The PoC Invocation Descriptor document still contains several Editor’s Notes. The purpose of this CR is to clean up the document by proposing resolutions to several of these Editor’s Notes. The following changes are proposed.

· Delete the remained Editor’s Notes from the TS template.(Section 1 and Appendix D)

· 
· It is preferred to add the note in Section 6.2.1 “The <list-service> element”
· The conformance description should be included in the reference document rather than newly specified in this specification ( Section 6.2.4 “the <display-name> element”)

Change 1:  1 Scope
1 Scope

The OMA PoC Invocation Descriptor specification defines the syntax and semantics of the PoC Invocation Descriptor and also the behaviour of the UE when it receives a PoC Invocation Descriptor. The behaviour of the Web server is outside the scope of this document.
The provisioning of the security related parameters such as white list data for server authorization is out of scope. The intended audience of this specification are implementers of PoC2.0 Client Agents and the content developers on the Web servers, as well as other people who have some in-depth interest in the PoC invocation from browsing. It is not intended to be a tutorial.

Change 2:  6.2.1 The <list-service> element
6.2.1 The <list-service> element

Element content

The <list-service> element MAY contain the <display-name> element. When the “uri” attribute is specified by the Conference-Factory-URI, the <list-service> element SHALL contain exactly one <list> element. When the “uri” attribute is specified by the Conference-URI, the <list-service> element MAY contain one or zero <list> element.


The <list-service> element MAY contain any other elements from any other namespaces for the purpose of extensibility.

 Note: In case of Pre-arranged and Chat PoC Group Sessions, the SIP INVITE request is to be sent to the PoC Group Identity specified by the <list-service> element , not the URI(s) specified by each <entry> element in the <list> element.
Change 3:  6.2.4 The <display-name> element
6.2.4  The <display-name> element

The <display-name> element specifies a human readable name of each parent’s element as defined in [XCAP_List]. 

When the parent element is the <list-service> element, the <display-name> element determines the PoC Session name. When the parent element is the <entry> element, the <display-name> element determines the single PoC User name.

The usage of the <display-name> element relies on the implementation.
