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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution discusses how best to document the PoC Box functionality for the Control Plane and User Plane Specifications.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes that to avoid duplication of text and the corresponding potential for alignment errors for PoC Client, UE PoC Box and Network PoC Box functionas that where possible the specification for .UE PoC Box and Network PoC Box functions for both the Control Plane signalling and User Plane state machines shall reference the existing PoC Client procedures with specified deviations where needed from PoC Client behaviour 
3 Detailed Proposal

With regard to the PoC Box the SD states:

When the UE PoC Box is participating in a PoC Session it SHALL behave as a PoC Client behaves.
Although not explicity stated in the (maybe this should be added to the SD?) a Network PoC Box participating in a PoC Session also needs to behave similar to the way a PoC Client behaves in terms of accepting a PoC Session or Media Burst control behaviour.
As a result the functionality of both the UE PoC Box and Network PoC Box will be almost identical in terms of SIP signalling in the Control Plane and Media Burst state machine behaviour in the User Plane. The primary difference being an indication that a Poc Box accepted the session in the Contact header in the response.

If we take the approach of documenting PoC Session acceptance and Media Burst procedures for the UE PoC Box and Network PoC Box separately to that of the PoC Client (I.e copy and paste existing text from the PoC Client subclause and make small modifications) this will result in unnecessary duplicate subclauses in both the Control Plane and User Plane and inevitably as the corresponding PoC Client clause is modified result in unintended divergence in the specified behaviour between the PoC Client and the PoC Boxes.

It is therefore proposed that the PoC Box text reference the existing PoC Client clauses where appropriate:

For example in the Control Plane:
Procedures terminated by the NW PoC Box
When the NW PoC Box receives an initial SIP INVITE request the NW PoC Box SHALL perform the PoC Client procedures as specified in subclause 6.2.1.1 General  with the following exceptions:

The NW PoC Box:

1. SHALL include the feature tags 'automata' and 'msg-taker' in the Contact header of any generated responses other than the SIP 100 "Trying"……………………………………
