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1 Reason for Change

In Tallinn interim meeting it was pointed out that text for the Remaining Transmit Time Notification for Advanced Revocation Alert functionality in the SD and UP specifications are required in order to cover the requirement of the functionality.

In Athens meeting, the CR 0960 tried to address this issue.  The CR was agreed in the PoC WG, but questions were raised by the REQ WG about labelling, partially moving the requirement and adding another article, as they can be seen in the discussion on the ML.

This CR attempts to address the questions, by moving the entire requirement to post PoC 2.1.

In the UP specification there is no MBCP message available for this functionality, namely, the message which can be used during the Media Burst transmission to convey remaining transmit time information.  Therefore, it would be necessary to develop a new MBCP message and its behaviour to fulfill the requirement, which could demand time.
Still, current mechanism allows the PoC Client to display remaining transmission time throughout the transmission and give alert at configured time, based on the time information T2 and Alert-Margin values which are carried by "MB_grant" message.  
Meanwhile, the functionality could be useful if the Expanding Duration of Media Burst Transmitting functionality is fulfilled, which is marked as post PoC v2.1 requirement.

Therefore, this issue can be solved by moving the requirement to post PoC v2.1.
For the actual change, refer to detailed change proposal.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

There is no impact on backward compatibility.

The feature for the PoC Server to send to the PoC Client a notification of remaining transmit time, called as “Remaining transmit time Notification”, is needed for the PoC Client to be able to generate an accurate advanced alert for the PoC User to inform revocation of granted floor to occur.
