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1 Reason for Change

The current PoC ID specification draft contains two Editor’s Notes. The first concerns the updating of the XML Schema to correspond to PoC v2.0, the other concerns separating the XML Schema into independent support file. This CR intends to accomplish these two remaining works.
Initially, we investigated the OMA-TS-XDM_Shared_Group-V2_0-20060905-D.doc and found that there are 3 new child elements of the <list-service> element that didn’t exist in the PoC XDM v1.0 spec. These are the <subject>, <age-limit> and <schedule> elements.
According to the XDM_Shared_Group-V2_0 spec, the <subject> element contains a topic or description of the Group. We think that this <subject> element may be useful for a UE which supports the PoC ID feature. This CR suggests adding the <subject> element into PoC ID’s XML Schema as an optional element.

However we think that the <age-limit> and <schedule> elements are NOT useful for a UE which supports the PoC ID feature.

All changes in the XML Schema are detailed below:
[ R01 Addition ]
There has been a comment such that the XML Schema for the PoC Invocation Descriptor should be an exact subset of “List-Service” XML Schema, which is defined in PoC XDM v1.0.  However we believe the nature of the PoC Invocation Descriptor is essentially different from that of the “List-Service”. The present XML Schema of the PoC Invocation Descriptor happens to look similar to a subset of the “List-Service”. The confusion arises from the unnecessary similarity of the expression. Therefore, changes are needed for the XML Schema of the PoC Invocation Descriptor to resolve the confusion.
In addition to above, we withdraw the <subject> element from the PoC Invocation Descriptor’s XML Schema, because the <subject> element can be included in a PoC Invocation Descriptor document using its extensibility mechanism reside within the <poc-session> element.
