The Nick Name is optional and PoC Server SHALL only forward it if it is provided by the PoC Client in case when the privacy is not requested. Below references from CP TS and UP TS highlight this optional aspect.

This CR updates SD with the same information.
CP TS, section 5.4: "Nick Name":
" The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL collect Nick Names, if Nick Names for Participants in a PoC Session are provided, according to the following priority order: 
 In case that privacy is not requested:

· 1. The <display-name> child element of the <entry> element for PoC Users in PoC Group definitions as specified in [XDM-Shared-Groups] if <display-name> is defined; or,

· 2. The Nick Names received in the "display-name" part of the Authenticated Originator’s PoC Address of initial SIP requests and SIP 200 "OK" responses to the initial SIP requests from Participants; or,

· 3. The Nick Names received in the "display-name" part of the From header of initial SIP requests or in the "display-name" part of the To header of the SIP 200 "OK" responses to the initial SIP requests from Participants. 
The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL include a Nick Name, if a Nick Name is collected as described above, in the Authenticated Originator’s PoC Address of the initial SIP INVITE request wheninviting a PoC User to a PoC Session.

NOTE 3:
The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function uses the Nick Name as part of the Sender Identification as specified in [OMA-POC-UP] "Sender Identification", and as part of Participant information as described in subclause 7.2.1.11 "PoC Session Participant request"."
UP TS, section 8.3 "Sender Identification information in the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function":
This subclause describes the procedure for the PoC Server to deliver the information about Sender Identification to the receiving PoC Clients in case PoC Server performing Participating PoC Function stays on the Media path.

The PoC Server SHALL replace the PoC Address and Nick Name of the Participant who has been permitted to send a Media Burst in the MBCP Media Burst Taken message by an anonymous identity, if privacy is indicated in the MBCP Media Burst Taken message. The PoC Server SHOULD use the received unique anonymous identity, if received in the MBCP Media Burst Taken message.

The PoC Server SHALL forward the PoC Address of the Participant who has been permitted to send a Media Burst in the MBCP Media Burst Taken message, if privacy is not indicated in the MBCP Media Burst Taken message.

The PoC Server MAY change the Nick Name of the Participant who has been permitted to send a Media Burst in the MBCP Media Burst Taken message as specified in [OMA-POC-CP] "Nick Name" when used.

The PoC Server SHALL include in the outgoing MSRP SEND request the PoC Address and Nick Name of the PoC User at the PoC Client if received in the incoming MSRP SEND request as specified in [OMA-PoC-IM].

4.42.4 Discrete Media Sender Identification
When the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function receives a Discrete Media Burst, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL include the Discrete Media Burst sender's PoC Address and Nick Name, which were negotiated by the Discrete Media Burst sender during PoC Session initiation.
NOTE: The PoC Server does not always know the Nick Name, if the privacy is not requested by the sender.
In the case the PoC Address is restricted subclause 4.8 "Privacy" applies.
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
