5.x PoC Groups Initiated by Broadcast Consumption 
5.x.y  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description
When a PoC user watches broadcast content on a mobile phone capable of receiving TV, the user would like to be able to talk to a group of persons within a social network about the broadcast content. For example, some sports fans like to watch a game and discuss its progress. However if they are in different locations, they cannot be sure who is watching. So it is convenient if a PoC call can be initiated automatically when a sufficient number of the social network (a ‘quorum’) are watching the program. 

If other members of the user’s social network are already watching and talking about it , and an additional member tunes to the program, he wants to be automatically invited to participate in the PoC Group.

The user’s should be able to invite of their social network to watch a game they find very exciting, if he is not already watching. Along with this invitation should be information which allows the newly invited friend to tune automatically to the program.

5.x.y Actors
The involved actors are:
· PoC Users: Alex, Bess, Charlie, Diana
· PoC Service Infrastructure
· External entity (for convenience called the ‘Chat Manager’) which is able to initiate the PoC Group

· Presence Service

5.x.y Actor Specific Issues 
The authorized PoC Users Alf, Bert Charlie, Dave
· Wants to communicate with other members if they are watching the same program, provided this is a specific type of program that they are all interested in
· Doesn’t want to talk unless enough of the group is interested in participating.
· Want the option of opting out of participating in the session if they do not want to participate for the present.
The PoC Service Infrastructure:
· Enables an invitation to be sent, from an external entity, to all the members of the social network to participate in a PoC session provided enough are willing to participate.

· Enables the ability not to try to start the PoC Group session until enough users are known to be willing to communicate.
The Presence Service Infrastructure:
· Publishes information about consumption states related to content from the BCAST enabler.
5.x.y.1 Actor Specific Benefits

The PoC Users:

· Can communicate together to discuss broadcast content of interest.
The Broadcaster: 
· Can benefit by having higher audience engagement
· Can target advertising or special offers to specific groups
5.x.y Pre-conditions
The pre-conditions are:
· PoC Users Alex, Bess, Charlie, Diana are members of a Pre-arranged PoC Group in the PoC Service Infrastructure
· The ‘Chat Manager’ is authorized to initiate PoC group sessions with this Pre-arranged PoC Group.
· The authorized PoC Users have a terminal capable of receiving content from the BCAST enabler.
5.x.y Post-conditions

· The PoC Users are communicating in a PoC session while they receive the content form the BCAST enabler.
· Some time after the end of the BCAST content the PoC session ends.
5.x.y Normal Flow
· The authorized PoC Users Alex starts to receive broadcast content, and this fact is notified to a presence server. 
· The presence server publishes the information about Alex’s broadcast consumption, in particular to the Chat Manager.
· At the same time or sometime later Bess, Charlie, Diana also start to receive the broadcast content.
· The presence server publishes the information about Bess’s, Charlie’s and Diana’s broadcast consumption, in particular to the Chat Manager.
· The Chat Manger invites Alex, Bess, Charlie and Diana to participate in a PoC Group session.

· They accept and the PoC session is initiated.

5.x.y Alternative Flow 
· The authorized PoC Users Alex starts to receive broadcast content, and this fact is notified to a presence server. 
· The presence server publishes the information about Alex’s broadcast consumption, in particular to the Chat Manager.
· At the same time or sometime later Bess, Charlie, Diana also start to receive the broadcast content.
· The presence server publishes the information about Bess’s, Charlie’s and Diana’s broadcast consumption, in particular to the Chat Manager.
· The Chat Manger invites Alex, Bess, Charlie and Diana to confirm that they wish to participate in a PoC Group session.

· Alex, Bess, Charlie all confirm that they wish to participate in a PoC Group session, but Diana is unwilling.

· The Chat Manger invites Alex, Bess, Charlie to participate in a PoC Group session and does not invite Diana.

· They accept and the PoC session is initiated.

· Commencement of broadcast consumption to initiation of chat group should take place without undue delay.
