	I re-checked the Kang''s output of the drafting session (mail with subject "External Entity drafting" sent on 2008-04-16) against 0061 again and found some important differences:
- Kang''s output of the drafting session contains the definitions ("XYZ" + "External Media Content Server") at the top of the document. Can you please add them to 0061R01?
- the statement "CF SHALL access External Entity." is not part of the drafting session output. Please remove this statement in 0061R01 as it was not agreed it in Paris.
- "fetch the content from the External Media Content Server directly" stated in the Kang''s output of the drafting session was changed to "fetch the content from External Media Content Entity directly" in 0061. In Paris we decided to use the term External Media Content Server as seen from the definitions at the top of the document and other places. Please change it back as in Kang''s document.
- NOTE 1 was changed - "out of scope of specification" became "out of specification". Why? The SD uses the term "out of scope of this specification" in other places too. Please change it back as in Kang''s document.
- the 1st editor''s note was changed - "is" became "if" - Please change it back as in Kang''s document.
- "Media controlled by Media Streaming control are sent using Media Streams negotiated in the PoC Control Plane." stated in the Kang''s output of the drafting session was changed to "Media controlled by Media Stram Control are sent using Media Stream negotiated in the Control Plane." - the Kang''s output fit better as Media can be sent using multiple Media Streams (e.g. separate audio and video streams) and the text uses Media Streaming control in other places too. Please change it back as in Kang''s document.
- NOTE 2 in the drafting session output states ("NOTE 2: In case Media Streaming parameters in RTSP in the PoC Control Plane are different RTSP parameters are ignored.") while the text in 0061 states ("NOTE 2: In case Media Streaming parameters in Media Streaming control in the PoC Control Plane are different RTSP parameters are ignored."). The RTSP fits better as Media Streaming control shoud really only mean the control of Media Streaming (not including the transfer of the Media) while RTSP covers both. Please change it back as in Kang''s document.
- the 2nd editor''s note changed - "inserting content URL in the list of invited users" became "Inserting content URL list in the list of users." - the original text fit better. Please change it back as in Kang''s document.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  (Adding new subclause)
4.x XYZ

The PoC Client MAY support XYZ.

The PoC Server SHALL support XYZ.

The interface between the PoC Client and the PoC Server supports RTSP.
The Media Streaming control utilizes RTSP protocol between the PoC Server and the PoC Client, between the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function and the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function in a Remote PoC network, and between the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function and the External Media Content Entity Sharing Function.

Use of RTSP is negotiated in SDP. 
If a PoC Client supports XYZ, the following applies:

· PoC Client SHALL support RTSP and SHALL act as RTSP Client.

The PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function being in Media path relay RTSP request and RTSP responses.

The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL support RTSP and SHALL act as a RTSP server.


The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL either:

· fetch the content from the External Media Content Entity directly; or,
· relay the RTSP request and response towards the EMCE Sharing Function. The EMCE Sharing Function SHALL fetch the content from the External Media Content Server.

Editor’s Note: The criteria for use of the above 2 bullets is FFS.

NOTE 1:
The protocol for accessing the content from External Media Content Server is out of scope of the specification.

Media Burst control MAY be used for Media Streaming control. If Media Streaming control is bound to Media-floor Control Entity, the RTSP request of the method types PLAY and PAUSE are arbitrated by Media-floor Control.

Media controlled by Media Stream Control are sent using Media Stream negotiated in the Control Plane.

NOTE 2: 
In case Media Streaming parameters in RTSP in the PoC Control Plane are different RTSP parameters are ignored. 

Editor’s Note: Invocation of XYZ is FFS. “Currently” 2 proposed solution, one based on Content indirection and the other one based on Inserting content URL list in the list of users.
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
