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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:

OMA-POC-POCv2_1-2008-0047-RD-Required_Participants was agreed in Paris meeting, but some issues have not been satisfied based on the existing description and probably lead the implementation not to follow the behaviours as expected.
1) The Presence enabler is required to be queried when PoC restructure initiates a PoC Session for participants including some required participants. The intention of the POCv2.1-2007-0037 (Motorola’s contribution) is to avoid spending so much time on checking presence information of a group of PoC Users. This virtue was listed in benefits of this improvement but was not addressed according to existing requirements after POCv2_1-2008-0047 approval.
2) The existing requirements can not address the fundamental requirement which the PoC Session initiator can make sure the expecting established PoC Session should include some required participants. The availability in presence information can not result in that the required participant would be invited successfully during PoC Session establishment. The PoC Session initiator can detect that the expecting PoC Session is still established as required eventually through the PoC Session initiator indicated some required participants in set up message. 
The reason is that the PoC Session initiator wants the PoC Session to be established with some essential participants, the behavior that the PoC Server sends invitation request to all invited PoC Users can not eventually confirm that the established PoC Server includes the required participants. 

3) Required participant feature initiated by Motorola and is appreciated by Huawei and other company. But existing requirements on this feature has some risk not to be implemented in PoCv2.1 because this feature highly relies on the Invitation Reservation which has not been paid any attentions.

This contribution is to acknowledge that the existing requirements are on the right way forward firstly. And, existing requirements still need to be corrected and address the original intention which is appreciated by some companies.

When a PoC User requests a PoC Server to initiate a PoC Group Session with several PoC Users identified as required participants, the PoC Server will try to establish the session and only begins the session until all required participants are invited successfully within a specific time. The PoC sever will send session failure message which contains detailed presence availability information to the PoC User if the session can not be set up due to absence of some required members.
