A005: The reference of CBUS RD is added in subclause 2.1. On recommendation from OMA REL and REQ officers David Purón and Peter Arrnby a “NOTE” is added to indicate that this is still a draft. Further, reference to CBUS RD is included where applicable in subclause 6.1.11.2 “Dynamic PoC Groups”.
A079: For extended Group Advertisement used at creation of a PoC Group which is sent to all Group members it should be sent to all regardless whether they match the dynamic PoC Group rules or not. When in other cases informing others about the existence of a group the same principle should be applied. The proposal is to close the comment without action.
A080: In this case PoC Server acts as a CBUS Client. The following is stated in OMA-RD-CBUS-V1_0-20081025-D, subclause 6.2.8:

The requirement is thus covered in CBUS RD. The proposal is to close the comment without any action.

A081: The contributor’s guess is that the intention of FUNC-XDM-DG-013 is focused on “becomes an active member of the Dynamic PoC Group” actually means matching the rules. The text is confusing and text talking about “active”/”ceasing to be active” is removed. Also the note of this item is copied to FUNC-XDM-DG-012 for completeness.
A082: The item is clarified based on contributor’s guess that the intention of the requirement is that the consent may be given in association with a match of the rules (and not when the group is created by administrative means).
A083: A “NOTE” is added before the table to indicate that moved requirements can change within the scope of the enabler to which the requirement is moved.
A084: The abbreviation “CBUS” was added by CR #0249. The requested reference is added by action for A005.
Summary of Change

The RDRR comments A005 and A081 – A084 are solved and closed, while A079, A080 are closed without action.

Subclauses 2.1, 6.1.11.2 are affected.
