6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  5.2.5 Presence Context Establishment procedures 
5.2.5. Presence Context Establishment procedures

A PAL Server SHALL receive Presence Context establishment requests from PAL Clients.  An appropriate Presence Context SHALL be established by a PAL Server on behalf of a PAL Client, for a specified Presence Aware Service or Class of Service.  

During Presence Context establishment, a PAL Server SHALL:

1) Authorize the PAL Client who initiated a Presence Context establishment request, as described in section 5.2.2;

2) Resolve base PAL Policies on behalf of a PAL Client, during Presence Context establishment as described in section 5.2.4.

3) Process Presence Context establishment request parameters as detailed in section 6.2.1.1;

4) Generate a unique Presence Context identifier associated with the requesting PAL Client; and,

5) Resolve applicable PAL Presence Parameters contained within a PAL Profile for a service identifier XUI provided as part of the Presence Context establishment request, including:
a) Resolve applicable Presence Aspects as named aspects (e.g. "contactable") and incorporate these into the Presence Context specified by the Presence Context identitifer;
b) Resolve Presence Triggers for each named Presence Aspect established in the previous step (e.g. "onContactable"/"onUnContactable") and incorporate these into the Presence Context specified by the Presence Context identifier;
c) Refer to interoperable rules from within the Presence Context, required to support Presence Aspects, and Presence Triggers established in the previous step; and,
d) Resolve base policy as described in section 5.2.4, and associate with the Presence Context specified by the Presence Context identifier.
5.2.5.1 Presence Context establishment requests incorporating Presentities

If a Presence Context Request includes the identities of one or more Presentities, then once a Presence Context has been established a PAL Server SHALL:

1) Retrieve Presence Information corresponding to each Presentity specified as described in [PRS_Spec] section “Subscription to Presence Information”; and,

2) Evaluate Presence Aspect values corresponding to the specified Presentities, applicable to the established Presence Context.

Change 2:  5.2.6 Presence Context Termination procedures 

5.2.6. Presence Context Termination procedures 
5.2.5. A PAL Server SHALL be able to receive Presence Context termination requests from PAL Clients.  The corresponding Presence Context SHALL be terminated by a PAL Server on behalf of a requesting PAL Client.

5.2.6. During Presence Context termination, a PAL Server SHALL:

1) Authorize the PAL Client who initiated the Presence Context termination request, as described in section 5.2.2;

2) Process Presence Context termination request parameters as detailed in section 6.2.2.1;

3) Process and respond to appropriate outstanding PAL Client requests for an 'active' Presence Context being terminated;

4) Place the corresponding Presence Context into a 'terminated' state (i.e. unable to process PAL Client requests, and unable to monitor and execute pre-defined actions associated with applicable Presence Triggers referred to by the terminated Presence Context for an indefinite period); and,

5) Acknowledge receipt to a PAL Client, of the associated Presence Context termination request as described in section 6.2.2.2.
5.2.7.  NOTE: A request to terminate a Presence Context takes precedence over a Presence Context that is being placed in the 'suspended' state or may already be in the 'suspend' state.  Any outstanding PAL Client requests for a Presence Context being terminated that is in a 'suspended' state are ignored (i.e. they are not processed, nor are they responded to, by a PAL Server).

5.2.8. Presence Context Suspend procedures

A PAL Server SHALL receive Presence Context suspend requests from PAL Clients as specified in section 6.2.4.1.  

During Presence Context suspension, a PAL Server SHALL:

1) Authorize the PAL Client who initiated a Presence Context suspend request, as described in section 5.2.2;

2) Utilize local configuration to determine how Presence Information is to be treated by the PAL Server, on behalf of a PAL Client for the period corresponding to the suspend duration (e.g. a PAL Server aggregates or deletes Presence Information received on behalf of a PAL Client);

3) Initiate a timer corresponding to the suspend duration, in scenarios whereby a PAL Server receives a finite suspend duration as part of a Presence Context suspend request;

4) Acknowledge receipt to a PAL Client, of the associated Presence Context suspend request as described in section 6.2.4.2;

5) Refuse subsequent requests from a PAL Client over a period specified by the suspend duration, for providing specific Presence Information associated with a suspended Presence Context; and,

6) Refrain from executing predefined actions on behalf of a PAL Client for applicable Presence Triggers associated  with a suspended Presence Context, over a period specified by the suspend duration.

A PAL Server SHALL support the ability to collect, and store Presence Information on behalf of a PAL Client which is being received for a Presence Context in the suspended state over a period of time corresponding to the specified suspend duration.

5.2.9. Presence Context Resume procedures

A PAL Server SHALL receive Presence Context resume requests from PAL Clients as specified in section 6.2.4.3.  

A PAL Server SHALL automatically initiate resumption of a previously suspended Presence Context, without the receipt of a Presence Context resume request, when a Presence Context suspend duration timer has expired, as described in section 5.2.6.

During Presence Context resumption, a PAL Server SHALL:

1) Authorize the PAL Client who initiated a Presence Context resume request, as described in section 5.2.2;

2) Verify that the indicated Presence Context is currently in a suspended state;

3) Acknowledge receipt to a PAL Client, of the associated Presence Context resume request as described in section 6.2.4.4;

4) Respond to subsequent requests from a PAL Client for providing specific Presence Information associated with the resumed Presence Context; and,

5) Execute predefined actions, on behalf of a PAL Client, for applicable Presence Triggers associated  with a resumed Presence Context, over a period specified by the suspend duration.

A PAL Server SHALL support the ability to communicate or report Presence Information on behalf of a PAL Client which has been collected during the suspend duration, for a given Presence Context that is now in the resumed or active state.
