The document in Kansas City "Group Management Object - first thought (OMA-PoC-2004-0067-GM-object-PoC)" was, as its title implies, the first attempt to the group management interface in the object oriented approach. The main purposes of the document were addressed to:

While the above document was rather focused the interface at the GLMS, as the input parameters strongly depend the signalling protocol, this document only addresses the result the PoC client expects.

5.2.x.1 Create group (create_group)

5.2.x.1.1 Description

This method is used to create a group. The group created is used for the general use unless otherwise specified by the user. The GLMS shall generate a unique SIP URI, with the group nickname if requested, for the group and shall return it to the UE in the success response to this request.

Additionally if the user request, the GLMS may accept to set the maximum number of the participants, anonymous access ok/ng, permission to other users to modify the list, etc. The initial/default attributes are set by the operator if the user does not specify when the group is created.
