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1 Reason for Contribution

OMA-IM-2004-0075 (OMA-PAG-2004-0071) 'Presence IW AD ArchModel', recently submitted to the OMA portal, is anticipated to be discussed in detail at the OMA MWG-IM SWG meetings in Munich, Germany, April 26-30, 2004. 
This contribution is an input document to the detailed discussion of OMA-IM-2004-0075 (OMA-PAG-2004-0071).  
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes a number of editorial and minor technical clarifications to the architecture model for Presence interworking contained in OMA-IM-2004-0075 (OMA-PAG-2004-0071).   
3 Detailed Proposal 
Following are our comments on OMA-IM-2004-0075 (OMA-PAG-2004-0071) 'Presence IW AD ArchModel':
Section 6 (Architectural Model)

· To align with other OMA architectural models (e.g., in PAG, PoC, etc.) and for better clarity, we suggest that the ‘Access Network’ and ‘SIP/IP Core’ in Figure 1 be shown as separate (not combined) blocks.  
· Differences between the solid arrows and broken arrows, and between the solid-line blocks and broken-line blocks seem unclear.  We suggest that these be clarified in Figure 1.  

· It seems unclear whether Figure 1 pertains to IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE IM interworking only, or that it is a generic Presence Architecture for any interworking between the IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE domains.  We suggest that this be clarified.  If Figure 1 only applies to IM interworking, then we suggest the ‘SIP/SIMPLE Presence Client’ be relabelled as ‘SIP/SIMPLE IM Client’.

· To align with other OMA architectural models (e.g., in PAG, PoC, etc.), we suggest, in Figure 1, that the following arrow be added and properly labelled:
· SIP/IP Core to GLMS

Section 5.2.1.4 (Access Network and SIP/IP Core )

· We understand that the SIP/IP Core generically includes SIP proxies and registrars as defined in RFC 3261, which may or may not be based on the IMS capabilities specified in [IMS-AD].  As such, we propose that the text in this section be modified as follows:  

The Access Network includes both the radio access and the other nodes required to gain IP connectivity and IP mobility.

The IMPS and SIP/SIMPLE IW SHALL utilize a SIP/IP Core that includes a number of SIP proxies and SIP registrars as defined in RFC 3261, which may or may not be based on the IMS capabilities specified in [IMS-AD]. When SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP and 3GPP2, the IMS capabilities specified in [3GPP TS 23.228] and [3GPP2 X.P0013.2] are applied.

The SIP/IP Core SHALL perform the following functions that are needed for supporting the interworking:

· routes the SIP signalling between the SIP/SIMPLE Presence Client and the Interworking Gateway

· routes the SIP signalling between the SIP/SIMPLE Presence Server and the Interworking Gateway
