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1 Reason for Change

This document proposes a use case "Creation of a PoC group" to be included in GM RD. The story in this use case starts at a time when a PoC subscriber intends to setup a pre-defined PoC group.

From this use case, the reader may find the requirement(s) for the group management as:

6.2 Generic Requirements
The user SHALL be able to create a group on the group management service enabler, which contains her contact information. 

The group created on the group management service enabler SHALL be utilized at the most effective way for the user's and the provider's points of view.

The user SHALL be able to set the attributes to the group suitable for the intended use (service) of the group, so far as the provider's policy allows.




A group SHALL be created either from the scratch or copied from the existing group with the attributes and the member list modified if necessary/desired.

6.3 Specific Requirements

6.3.1 PoC

The attributes to the group SHALL be set at least "open/closed" and "moderated/non-moderated".

5.1.1 Short Description

This use case describes the creation of a group which contains the user's (GM subscriber's) intended contacts and the setting the group attributes. This use case is assumed that the user will use the group for pre-arranged PoC session.
5.1.2 Actors

An end user: The user in this use case intends to create a communication means among her colleague in the department over the push to talk over cellular, PoC. He intends to keep the communication for months of time. This use case, therefore, requires the user to create a pre-defined PoC group.
A GM service provider: The contracted group management service provider on which the user intends to create a group.

5.2.1.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The end user is able to communicate efficiently with other users after creating the group in the group management service provider.
The service provider is able to attract the group of subscribers to offer the various services in a package. This capability would increase the revenue.
5.1.3 Pre-conditions

The end user shall be aware of the following facts:

· Pre-defined PoC is the means what he exactly intends to keep the communication for months of time within her department.

· The end user is aware of that he has to create a group for the above purpose before stating the communication.

· The end user has been provided the necessary device, or terminal, to create the group. (The end user shall not necessarily be aware of in which service provider he is going to create the group.)

The GM service provider has already provided the necessary information for the access by the end user.

5.1.4 Post-conditions

A group is created on the GM server and the pre-arranged PoC communication is ready.

5.1.5 Normal Flow

When the end user contact the group management server, GM server, specified by the service provider, the following procedures are done:

1. The user, at her first contact to the GM server, is requested to provide her identification and the password to access the server. 
2. When the authentication is successfully done, the user's screen displays the inputs to create a group. He is asked:
a. Which purpose the group is used - he selects "PoC" among the menu.

b. Various attributes to the group - "open" for a publicly known group or "closed" for a not-willing-to-be-known-to-public group, session initiation by "moderated" for only herself or "non-moderated" for any member.
3. After the initial setting, the server replies the successful setting and the group id.

4. Then the user is requested to input the member(s). He inputs the member(s) in the group.

5. After several inputs, the user indicates the end of input and close the procedure.
5.1.6 Alternative Flow

· If the user has already setup a group for another PoC communication and he found the overlapping members between the existing group and the new group. In this case, he may be able to create the new group by copying the existing group, modifying the attributes, deleting and/adding members.

1. When the user indicates her will to creat a new group, the GM server asks whether he would like to make use of the existing group(s). He answers "yes".

2. The user is given the list of the groups he has created. He selects one group. The GM server copies it to the new group.

3. The user has chance to revisit the settings of the attributes and the member list to delete and/or add.
· A group list contains not only the members who participat the PoC session but also some whom the group do not like. The request to join the PoC session is rejected if these persons request to join.
· A "batch" mode may be possible. For example, if the user's UE is connected her PC or handheld which has installed a list management software and the candidate list members have been already obtained, the user can input the data and briefly confirm the result on the screen. Then the user sends the data to the GM server in one command. The session between the device and the GM server via the UE could be done more effectively. The response from the GM server could be as simple as "successful" or "failed" with the brief reason. This method may be appropriate if the amount of the member is rather large.
5.1.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

The user SHALL be able to create a group on the group management service enabler, which contains her contact information.
