6.4.1
GM Client

The GM client MUST:
· Perform group management functions identified in 6.1.3
· Support secure communications with the GMS
· Support the management of session policy documents
The GM Client MAY:

· Locally cache groups and lists
· Synchronise with the GMS, e.g. to update cached groups/lists
6.4.2 GM Server (GMS)
The GMS MUST:
· Support all group management functions identified in 6.1.3 
· Support secure communications with the GM client
· Provide management capabilities for session policy documents
· Provide a group identifier
· Support charging mechanisms
The GMS MAY:
· Notify group members of updates to groups/lists




6.4.3
Network interfaces


6.4.3.1 Interface Between GM Client and GMS
The interface between the GM client and GMS MUST:

· Be supported by Mobile Packet Switched Data Networks (e.g. those defined by 3GPP and 3GPP2).
· Secure transport o GM exchanges

· Support group management functions described in 6.1.3

· Support secure provisioning of GM service functions

6.4.3.2 Interface Between GMS and PoC Server

An interface between the GMS and PoC server MUST be supported to allow groups to be used to establish PoC group sessions
6.4.3.3 Interface Between GMS and Presence Server

An interface between the GMS and Presence server MUST be supported to allow presence service users to utilize groups/lists
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
