Generate and manage pre-arranged groups (POC RD 6.1.9)
	Pre-defined PoC Group is generated and can be managed by subscriber (owner of the group), verify that everything is setup properly.

	
	Generate and manage chat groups (POC RD 6.1.9)
	Char Group is generated and can be managed by subscriber (owner of the group), verify that everything is setup properly.

	
	Manage Session treatment features (POC RD 6.1.9)
	User manages treatment features for his generated group, verify that everything is setup properly.

	
	Manage Session treatment features (POC RD 6.1.9)
	User generates and manages his contact list, verify that everything is setup properly.

	
	Maximum number of members per group (POC RD 6.1.9.5)
	The maximum number of members per group to be created can be pre-defined.

	
	Maximum number of groups a PoC subscriber can create can be pre-defined (POC RD6.1.9.5)
	The number of groups which can be created can be configured.

	
	Visibility of PoC group

The PoC group is visible to the PoC host. (POC RD 6.1.9.1)
	Independent of pre-defined conditions, each PoC group is visible to the host, verify that everything is setup properly.

	
	Definition by service provider

Generate and manage PoC subscription (POC RD 6.1.9)
	SP generates and manages PoC subscription, verify that everything is setup properly.

	
	Generate and manage pre-arranged groups, subscriber defined chat groups, accept/reject lists, answer mode settings (POC RD 6.1.)
	SP generates and manages pre-arranged groups, accept/reject lists, answer mode settings, verify that everything is setup properly.

	
	Session Establishment - Group Identity:

Case: pre-arranged group

Identity for groups to be used to address the group and initiate session (POC RD 6.1.9.5)
	Address the group and initiate the PoC session by using the group identity

	
	Security

Access and usage of group and list handling has safeguarded (POC RD6.1.9.5)(*)

(*) security feature
	The access to the group and list handling is protected by means of e.g. password usage.

	
	Contact List

User has at least one contact list (*)

(*) as SHOULD (POC RD 6.1.9.5)
	The user stores the PoC subscriber’s addresses and pre-arranged group identities in his contact list.

	
	Single answer-mode flag for accept list
(POC RD6.1.9.6)
	The accept list is governed by an answer-mode flag. The ON flag needs to result in auto-answer mode and the OFF flag in manual-answer mode for the session invitations received for the addresses on the accept list.

The visibility of a certain PoC group is governed by pre-defined conditions.

Condition:

(a) to all PoC subscribers

(b) to group members only

(c) to PoC host only

(POC RD 6.1.9.1)
	Depending on the status of the requesting subscriber with regaPoC RD to condition (a)-(c), the PoC group shall be found or not.

	
	Administration / Configuration

Using OMA Device Management enabler (POC RD 6.1.9)
	The administrative tasks can be performed using the OMA Device Management enabler.

	
	Group list combination

(a) combining groups to create new group by PoC host

(b) combining groups by PoC subscriber to new groups

(POC RD6.1.9.5)
	The PoC hast as well as the PoC subscriber can combine groups in order to create new groups.
