8.1.3 Device

The “Device” data elements model the physical piece of equipment in which services execute.  Examples of Presence information that can be represented by “Device” elements include mobile phones, PCs and PDAs. As the same services may execute in multiple devices (e.g. IM running in the home PC and the mobile phone) the mapping of services to devices are many to many. Devices are uniquely identified with a device identifier (see section 9.3).  

· The “device” data element SHALL be mapped to the <device> element as specified in [presenceModel].

· For a given presentity, the value of the device-id attribute of the <device> element SHALL be unique for each device used by the presentity.
The devide-id SHALL be encoded as a UUID URN of the form urn:uuid:base-node where the integer value base is the used code basis and the node field contains the value in the used code base. The code base SHALL be one of the following  and the value for base as given:
· the MAC address of the device. Value for base: 0. Example: urn:uuid:0-00-06-5B-15-04-B3
· the IMEI of the device. Value for base: 1. Example: urn:uuid:1-35207900035119
· the ESN in hexadecimal form. Value for base: 2. Example: urn:uuid:2-26579B37
· the MEID in hexadecimal form. Value for base: 3. Example: urn:uuid:3-0A0123450ABCDE.
For privacy reasons, the Presence Server SHOULD – before sending the presence document to the watcher – replace the device-id received from the Presence Source. This replaced value can be arbitrary but SHALL be unique for the presence document sent to the watcher. Note: Partial updates of presence documents have to consider previous device-ids sent to the watcher.
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
