	Clarify that all resources in a RLS XDM document has to be included 
in a fullstate RLMI document from the presence server.

	Problem Text
	A presence server at the TestFest-15 did not include all resources in 
the RLS document when sending a fullstate RLMI document after the 
inital RLMI notify. A discussion if this is right or wrong indicated 
that it's not clear enough for everyone in the specification if a 
fullstate RLMI document always have to contain all the resources 
that exist in the RLS XDM document for the subscribed presence 
service including the resources whos subscriptions are terminated 
due to different reasons (blocked, wrong URI etc). 

Looking at draft-ietf-simple-event-list-07 this must be the case, 
however it looks like there is a need to make this clearer in the OMA 
specifications to avoid missunderstanding. 

draft-ietf-simple-event-list-07: 

The XML document present in the root of the multipart/related 
document contains a <resource> element for some or all of the 
resources in the list. 

If full state is indicated, then the recipient replaces 
all state associated with the list with the entities in the NOTIFY 
body. 

The "fullState" 
attribute indicates whether the NOTIFY message contains information 
for every resource in the list.
