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1 Reason for Change

Identification of tuple element for the CS audio call and CS video call is still missing. Taking into account that MSISDN/tel URI is a generic contact that could be used for several services (sms, audiocall, videocall, fax, etc.), the proposal goes for a new service-id definition. 
Tel URIs are flexible enough to allow global and local numbers; global numbers are based on E164 that allow global unique identification of phone numbers for PSTNs and PLMNs, while local numbers are unique only within a certain part of the telephone network; e.g. private branch exchange, state or province, country, etc.

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D.9   Circuit-switched Audio Call

D.9.1   Description

The circuit-switched audio call is a one-to-one, full-duplex, real-time conversational audio telephony service between two User Equipments provided by a CS network. Typical circuit-switched audio call service is defined in [3GPP TS 22.003].
D.9.2   Presence Information Elements

This section describes the typical Circuit-Switched (CS) audio call presence information elements.

· The availability for CS audio call is indicated with the Application-specific Availability presence information element as defined in section 10.4.3.

· The user’s willingness for CS audio call is indicated with the Application-specific Willingness presence information element as defined in section 10.4.1.

· The information about an ongoing CS audio call is indicated using the Session Participation presence information element as defined in section 10.4.12
· 
· The contact address is provided using the Communication Address presence information element as defined in subclause 10.4.5. The URI scheme of the <contact> address SHALL be limited to tel URIs as defined in [RFC3966].
The value of the <service-id> element for CS audio call presence information SHALL be “org.openmobilealliance:CS-audiocall” as registered in [OMNA_pidfSvcDesc].
