Proposed Change: Send generically an Extended GA message for each supported service and include only the feature tag associated to that service.

The proposal is to generate as many EGAs as there are used services in the group document. If client receives multiple EGAs for a same group it can ignore duplicates without showing information to the end user based on information in a <group> element.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.2.1 Procedures at Shared Group XDMS
Upon an indication of the boolean <automatic-group-advertisement> element in the Group document to send a Extended Group Advertisement automatically, the Shared Group XDMS:

1) SHALL generate as many separate SIP MESSAGE requests according to rules and procedures of [RFC3428] towards each services of the Group as there instances under <supported-service> element of the Group document.
2)  
3) SHALL include, for each generated SIP MESSAGE request, one feature tag in an Accept-Contact header to indicate the advertised service. For example: 
a. the PoC feature tag '+g.poc.groupad' if the Group’s <supported-service> element indicates support for the PoC service [OMA-PoC-CP].

b. the IM feature tag '+g.oma-sip-im' if the Group’s <supported-service> element indicates support for the IM service[OMA-IM-TS]
c. any other feature tag if the Group’s <supported-service> element indicates support for that service.

4) SHALL include Shared Group specific content in the MIME body of vnd.poc.group-advertisement+xml as defined in 7.2.2.
5) SHALL set the Request-URI to the User Address of new Group Member being added to the <list> element, or to the Group Identity if the request is being sent to all Group Members;
6) SHALL include the XUI of the Primary Principal of the Group in the Authenticated Originator's Address
NOTE: Anonymity cannot be applied when Shared Group XDMS sends Extended Group Advertisement automatically on behalf of the User. If anonymity is required then boolean <automatic-group-advertisement> element in the Group document should not be set to true.
7) SHALL include the User-Agent header to indicate the release version of XDM Enabler; and,
8) SHALL send the SIP MESSAGE according to the procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the XDMS SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
2.2.1 Structure and Data Constraints
The Extended Group Advertisement MIME body sent by Shared Group XDMS SHALL conform to the structure of the schema definition in section 7.1.1.with following additional data constraints.
The Extended Group Advertisement MIME body sent by Shared Group XDMS:

·  SHALL include only one <group> element with all possible child elements that can be filled with information from the group document as defined in 7.1.1.

· SHALL include the <note> element representing topic description of the Group according to the <subject> element of the Group document if present in the Group document, 
· SHALL include the <display-name> element representing the display name of the Group according to the <display-name> element of the Group document if present in the Group document,
· SHALL include the “type” attribute according to <invite-members> element of the Group document if present in the Group document, and whose value SHALL be:
a. "dialed-in" when <invite-members> element has value “false”;
b. "dialed-out" when <invite-members> element has value “true”.
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
