Comment:  In XDM2 a new function “Extended Group Advertisement is defined. One of the usages of a Group Usage List is to store information from a Group Advertisement (GA). An Extended Group Advertisement contains more information than it is possible today to store as a child to the <entry> element- This gives a limitation in the Group List Usage function

Proposed Change: Define a new common uriusage substitution element that as child elements can take any element from any namespace allowing an XDM client to store any received element in an extended GA Message. This means changes to section 5.2.1, 5.2.4 and 5.2.7 plus that a new XSD_SUB document is needed and that the example in B.1.2 is updated with an example of the new element.

· The <uriusages> child element of the <entry> element defines the usage of the URI. The <uriusages> element MAY contain one or more child elements. Each application can define its own child element. One or more of the child elements MAY be the <common-usage> element. The <common-usage> element MAY contain a list of elements from any namespace. The <common-usage> element SHALL contain an attribute “id”..

The data semantics for a Group Usage List SHALL conform to those described in [XCAP_List] Section 3.4.5 with the following extensions:

The child elements of <uriusages> element SHALL be used to indicate what the “uri” attribute of the <entry> element is used for. . Each application can define its specific uri usage(s) by defining its own childelement(s) in its specification.
The <common-usage> element MAY be used store any information received about the Group. A typical exampleof an element containg such information is the<group-advertisement> element received via extended Group advertisment as defined by [Shared_Group_XDM]. The “id” attribute SHALL be used. to identify a particular <common-usage> element in the list of <uriusages> child element.
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
