Change 2:  Modify Section 5.1
5.1.   Names of Lists

In the OMA standard, see reference [XDM SHARED], section 5.1.8 “Naming Conventions” the following “name” attributes and descriptions for the URL-List are defined:

· oma_buddylist.

· oma_blockedcontacts.

· oma_pocbuddylist.

· oma_allcontacts.
This document recommends that lists with “name” attributes as above are used by client implementations and that a new type of list is defined identified with the “name” attribute value “oma-grantedcontacts”. 
This name is recommended to be used by an XDMC that has a need to store all users URIs that it wants to grant access to any type of data or application e.g. a user that is on this list is allowed to see all presence information and is allowed to make  PoC calls to the owner of the list.
Editor’s Note: It is unclear if an informative document like this can define a new OMA defined “ name” attribute or if it has to be done in a normative document. This issue needs to be addressed to find out if this text belongs to this document or not.
In additions to these lists, it is recommended that a client implementation also can use lists with values of the “name” attributes that the client implementation chooses itself. These lists are recommend to be used to group URI’s together for any purpose defined by the owner of the document. 
These list elements can be used in different situations. It is when they are referenced from an XDM document the usage of the list is determined. 
These lists can be referenced from more than one document. (E.g. a list can be created that contains the members in a soccer team and referenced from a PoC group document. The usage of the list is then a PoC group member list. At the same time it can be  referenced both from a PoC rules document that enables all users in the list to use the automatic answer mode feature of the PoC service and referenced from an “oma_buddylist” list that includes the users in list as presence enabled users).

5.8 Usage of different types of lists
5.8.1 Relations between lists of different types.
A client implementation is recommended to be able to support relations between different type of lists according to the following:

1) An “oma_allcontact” list is recommended to be able to have a reference to an “oma_buddylist”.

2) An” oma_allcontact” list is recommended to be able to have a reference to one or more lists with client implementation assigned “name” attributes
3) An “oma_buddylist” list is recommended to be able to reference an “oma_pocbuddylist”

4) An “oma_buddylist” list is recommended to be able to have a reference to one or more lists with client implementation assigned “name” attributes 
5) An “oma_blockedcontacts” list is recommended to be able to have a reference to one or more lists with client implementation assigned “name” attributes.

6) An “oma_grantedcontacts” list is recommended to be able to reference an “oma_buddylist”.

7) An “oma_grantedcontacts” list is recommended to be able to have a reference to one or more lists with client implementation assigned “name” attributes.
8) A list with a client implementation assigned “name” attribute is recommended not to reference any type of list.
9) A list with a client implementation assigned “name” attribute is recommended always to have a “display-name” element that a human user can understand as the human user needs to understand which list that is referenced or to be able to select the correct list to reference from the set of lists with a client implementation assigned “name” attribute.
10) When a reference to a list is manipulated in any XDM document apart from the URI list document itself it is recommended that also the <appusages> element for the referenced list in the URI list document is updated in order to keep track of who is using the list.

5.8.2 Usage of an individual user’s URI in lists.
A client implementation is recommended to be able to:
1) insert an individual user’s URI into any type of list and to allow that same URI is inserted in more than one list.
2) insert an individual user’s URI that it wants presence for into the “oma_buddylist” list.
3) insert an individual user’s URI that it  wants to polite-block/block for presence and  reject for “everything” into the “oma_blockedcontact” list.

4) insert an individual user’s URI that it want to do only PoC calls with into the “oma_poc_buddylist” list
5) insert an individual user’s URI that it wants grant access to everything into the “oma_grantedcontacts” list.
6) insert an individual user’s URI that it  wants to have available for any purpose in the client but are not used be the network (i.e. it is recommended that the oma_allcontacts <list> element never is referenced from any AUID for example used as a Presence list in RLSXDMS).
7) move an individual user’s URI from one list to another if the usage of the URI is changed (e.g if presence is wanted for a user in the “oma_allcontacts” list the URI is move to the “oma_buddylist”.
