3.2 Definitions

	Delegating User
	The user that delegates the certain rights of presence operations of its own, selectively to other users. E.g., when a user can delegate the rights of generating presence subscription to a Watcher, the Watcher can make presence subscription on behalf of the user.

	Presence Delegation Rule
	Rules that determine the rights of the presence operations of a user that have been delegated to other users.


Change 3:  Add new section 5.2.2.x to section 5.2 Watcher
5.2.2.x  Presence Subscription Delegation
The Presence subscription delegation is a mechansim with which a Watcher can make the presence subscription request on behalf of other user (called “Delegating User”) and receive the Presentity’s presence information that is allowed for that user.

A Watcher MAY support the Presence subscription delegation. 
When the Watcher wants to generate the Presence subscription delegation, the Watcher SHALL generate the presence subscription request as described in the previous subclauses with the following clarification:
· Populate the Request-URI and “To” SIP header with the SIP URI of the user on behalf of whom the Watcher generates the presence subscription (i.e., the URI of the Delegating User) and the “target” URI parameter [RFC4458] set to the URI of the Presentity;
· Add the “Accept-Contact” SIP header [RFC3841] with its value set to the “+g.oma-prs.delegation; require; explicit”.
Change 4:  Add new section 5.4.x to section 5.4 Watcher Agent

5.4.x  Handling of Presence Subscription Delegation

The Presence subscription delegation is a mechansim with which a Watcher can make the presence subscription request on behalf of other user (called “Delegating User”) and receive the Presentity’s presence information that is allowed for that user.

The Watcher Agent MAY support the Presence subscription delegation. 
If the Watcher Agent supports the handling of the Presence subscription delegation, the Watcher Agent SHALL be able to act as B2BUA per [RFC3261] and support the “Referred-by” SIP header per [RFC3892]. The “+g.oma-prs.delegation” media feature tag [RFC3841] SHALL be used to represent this capability of the Watcher Agent.
Upon receiving the Presence subscription delegation request from a Watcher, the Watcher Agent:

1.  SHALL, before accepting it, perform authorization as following; 
a. As defined in [WATCHERXDM] the Presence Delegation Rule determines to whom a user authorizes to delegate the right to generate the presence subscription request on behalf of herself. Such Presence Delegation Rule is specified by the Delegating User and is stored in the Watcher XDMS. 
b. The Watcher Agent SHALL, according to the procedures defined in [XDMSPEC] section 6.1.1, fetch from the Watcher XDMS the Presence Delegation Rule of the Delegating User whose identity is delivered via the “To” header value excluding the “target” parameter and its value in the received Presence subscription delegation request, and check the Presence Delegation Rule whether the Watcher is authorized to generate the Presence subscription delegation request on behalf of the Delegating User.
2. SHALL, upon successful authorization, respond to the Watcher on the successful presence subscription according to [RFC3856];
3. SHALL, as B2BUA, generate the backend presence subscription with the following clarification:
a. Populate the Request-URI and “To” SIP header with the Presentity URI which is delivered via the “target” URI parameter in the received Presence subscription delegation request;

b. Populate the “From” SIP header with the URI of the Watcher from whom the Presence subscription delegation request has been originated;
c. Add the “Referred-by” SIP header [RFC3892] and populate it with the URI of the Delegating User on behalf of whom the Watcher has requested the Presence subscription delegation.
Upon receiving the backend presence notification, theWatch Agent:
1. SHALL extract the body from the received backend presence notification

2. SHALL, as B2BUA, generate the presence notification to the Watcher per [RFC3856] with the extracted body in the previous step.
Change 5:  Add new section 5.5.3.x to section 5.5 Presence Server.
5.5.3.x  Handling of Presence Subscription Delegation
The Presence subscription delegation is a mechansim with which a Watcher can make the presence subscription request on behalf of other user (called “Delegating User”) and receive the Presentity’s presence information that is allowed for that user.

The PS MAY support the Presence subscription delegation. 
If the PS support the handling of the Presence subscription delegation, the PS:

1. SHALL, upon receiving the presence subscription request from a Watcher, check the existence of the “Referred-by” SIP header [RFC3892] to identify whether the received request is Presence subscription delegation request;
2. SHALL, if the request is identified as the Presence subscription delegation request, apply the Presence Authorization Rule described in section 5.5.3.2 with the following clarification: 
a. The PS SHALL apply the Presence Authorization Rule against the Delegating User whose URI is delivered via “Referred-by” SIP header.
b. The PS SHALL, before applying <sub-handling> action, the PS SHALL apply the <delegated-sub-handling> action as follows:
· if the value is “block”, there is no value, or the <delegated-sub-handling> action element does not exist, then the PS SHALL reject the subscription.

· if the value is “allow”, then the PS SHALL proceed to apply the <sub-handling> action as described in seciton 5.5.3.2.
3. SHALL, upon successful authorization, deliver the presence content of the Delegating User according to section 5.5.3. 
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
