C.1   Obtaining UPP Directory document
Figure C.1 describes how the XDMC obtains the UPP Directory Document. In this example, the XDMC is residing in a UE in the same domain as the UPP Directory XDMS. It is also assumed that the address of the Aggregation Proxy is “xcap.example.com” and the XCAP Root URI is “xcap.example.com/”.
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Figure C.1- XDMC obtains User Access Policy Document

The details of the flows are as follows:

1) The user "sip:ronald.underwood@example.com" wants to obtain the UPP Directory Document. For this purpose the XDMC sends an HTTP GET request to the Aggregation Proxy.

GET /org.openmobilealliance.upp-directory/users/sip:ronald.underwood@example.com/upp-directory HTTP/1.1

Host: xcap.example.com

where the filename "upp-directory" is a standardized naming convention (see section 5.1.8).

2) Based on the AUID the Aggregation Proxy forwards the request to UPP Directory XDMS.

3) After the UPP Directory XDMS has performed the necessary authorisation checks on the request originator, the UPP Directory XDMS sends an HTTP "200 OK" response including the requested document in the body.
