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1 Reason for Change

The way ForwardMessageRequest is specified in 15.2.3 implies that ForwardMessage transaction is intended to be used in full IOP model to relay CSP ForwardMessageRequest to the primary IM SE residing in the remote OMA IMPS Server.

As can be seen from the demonstration below ForwardMessage simply cannot be used in minimal IOP model. Its usage only makes sense in the full IOP model i.e. in the complementary service.


2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The change request corrects spelling errors, typographical errors, and other minor clerical errors in the specifications that have no normative affect on the specification.

Based on this CR OMA IMPS v1.2 Servers implementing IM SE would not be mandated to serve SSP ForwardMessage whereas v1.1 servers are. In theory this is a potential IOP problem but the way ForwardMessageRequest is specified in 15.2.3 implies that ForwardMessage transaction is intended to be used in full IOP model to relay CSP ForwardMessageRequest to the primary IM SE residing in the remote OMA IMPS Server and therefore there are hardly any implementations using ForwardMessage in minimal IOP model.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

There is no impact on other specifications.

4 Intellectual Property Rights Considerations

The authors of this change request do not have knowledge of any IPR related to this contribution.

5 Recommendation

Working group to review and approve the change request, and the editor of the Corrigenda Catalogue 1.1 to capture it in the Corrigendum.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

15.3.2 The “ForwardMessage” Transaction

The purpose of “ForwardMessage” transaction is to allow the requestor server to forward instant messages through the provider server.

The requestor server sends a ForwardMessageRequest message to the provider server. The provider server returns a Status response containing the result.

This transaction belongs to the complementary service.
