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1 Reason for Change

There is a sentence if the CSP document which might be misinterpreted. We propose to reword the sentence a little to make it clear.

Note that the changes are proposed towards the original candidate release – as at this moment we do not know clearly which documents are really the good ones.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The change request corrects spelling errors, typographical errors, and other minor clerical errors in the specifications that have no normative affect on the specification.

Those implementers who misinterpreted the sentence may have to adjust their implementations, but it will be a minor change only as it affects the order of the transactions only.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

There is no impact on other specifications.

4 Intellectual Property Rights Considerations

The authors of this change request do not have knowledge of any IPR related to this contribution.

5 Recommendation

Working group to review and approve the change request.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

[6.4.1 under the Login transaction picture]

In order to use the IM services the user MUST log in into a Service Access Point. 

After the server processed this request, it sends a login response message to the client; which will contain the details of the login operation. When the login operation into the Service Access Point is not successful, a status message indicates the login failure instead of the login response message. The login response sent by the server MAYMAY also indicate that the client needs to perform a Client Capability Request.

Client capability negotiation is performed after the successful login transaction. When the session is re-initiated, client capability negotiation is not performed.
After the successful client capability negotiation (or login transaction if client capability negotiation has been skipped) a service negotiation performed. After the service negotiation the agreed services available to the user MAY be: Presence Service, IM Service, Group Service, Content Service.


 [6.8.1 This is just under figure 10 – Client Capability transaction]

Client capability negotiation can be performed after the successful Login transaction. The server MUST maintain the client capability information during the session, and it MAY cache these capabilities between sessions. If the client capability negotiation is needed after login, the server MUST indicate it in the login response. The client capability negotiation can be performed even if the server does not explicitly request it. Later on – during an existing session when the client desires to change its settings - the client capability negotiation MAY be repeated at any time.

The client capability request sets up the communication preferences for the session, for example the message delivery method.
