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1 Reason for Change

In OMA-IMPS-WV-CSP-v1_2-20030221-C specification, section 8.3.3, “CancelAuthRequest” primitive is used to cancel a previous presence authorization.
Suppose user has previously authorized presence information to more than one user. Now the user wants to withdraw presence authorization to more than one user, then the client has to send “CancelAuthRequest” primitive multiple times to the server. This is because “CancelAuthRequest” primitive has constraint to withdraw authorization of presence information for more than one user at a time.  

This CR proposes to modify “<CancelAuth-Request>” element in Section 6 of the CSP DTD to support a list of users rather than single user as parameter to withdraw presence authorization.
