6 Detailed Change Proposal

Search by Contact Details

· The IMPS system SHALL make possible Search by Contact Details in the home domain.

· The IMPS system SHOULD make possible Search by Contact Details between interconnected domains.

· The IMPS system SHALL support the search by at least one of the “First Name”, “Last Name” and “Friendly Name” entries.

· The IMPS server SHALL return search results that exhibit the “User ID” and “Friendly Name”.

· The IMPS server SHALL NOT return search results that exhibit the “E-mail”, “Fist Name” and “Last Name” information.

· The IMPS system SHOULD NOT support the usage of wildcard characters on Search by Contact Details.

· The IMPS system SHOULD NOT support Search by Contact Details for users that have not completed their own Contact Details.

· The service provider SHALL be able to refuse the usage if wildcard characters.
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
