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1 Reason for Change

This change request adds a new functionality to IMPS 1.3.  In IMPS delta requirements 1.3 the use case “send when UserA is not on UserB contact list” is defined. To implement this use case requires that the server checks whether UserB accepts messages from users not on his contact list. Therefore a user should be able to grant and deny messaging to non-contacts by adding their User-Id to the grant or the block list. The possibility to reference contact lists in the grant and block lists will make it easy for the user to add or delete entries to/from the grant and block lists and will reduce the amount of traffic between the client and the server.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

No impact on clients. Servers that do not implement this capability will not be able to serve clients having this capability.

5 Recommendation

Working group to review and approve the change request.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

The only technical change required is in clause 9.2.1 to add contact lists as entities that can be blocked or granted access:
The concept of blocking means restricting message or invitation delivery from certain entities. These entities MAY be:

· user(s) specified by User-ID(s) or screen-name(s), and

· group(s) specified by group-ID(s).

· Contact Lists: Including/removing a contact list in/from the grant or block list affects all the users of the contact list in the grant or block list. The server SHALL ensure that changes to the contact list are reflected in the grant/block list referencing the contact list. In other words a grant/block list SHALL always have up-to-date information about the contact list(s) it references.
To be able to specify contact lists in the grant or block lists. The following CSP information elements have to be enhanced. But the changes affect XML specification.
· Blocked-Entity-List and Granted-Entity-List of the GetBlockedListResponse primitive 

· Block-Entity-List, Unblock-Entity-List, Grant-Entity-List and Ungrant-Entity-List the of BlockEntityRequest primitive
