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1 Reason for Change

When a user adds entities to the grant-list/block-list, there will be an error when the user’s grant-list/block-list has exceeded to the maximum entities. Currently, the server can not response client with a correct status code, and the client can not know the failure reason. This CR proposes a new status codes so that when the user’s grant-list/block-list reaches to the maximum of entities, the server can response to the client that the user has too many entities in the grant-list/block-list.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Not backwards compatible – the status code does not exist in earlier versions.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

Error conditions

Generic error conditions:

· Not logged in. (604)

· Service not agreed. (506)

· Service not supported. (405)

· Unknown User-ID or ScreenName. (531)
· The maximum number of grant list has been reached for the user (756)

· The maximum number of block list has been reached for the user (757)

· Unknown Group-ID. (800)
11.7.9 755 – The maximum number of attribute lists has been reached for the user

The server limits the maximum number of attribute lists per user. The limit has been reached; so additional attribute lists cannot be created. The client SHOULD NOT repeat the request until an attribute list that belongs to the particular user has been deleted.
11.7.10      756 – The maximum number of grant list has been reached for the user

The server limits the maximum number of users in grant list per user. The limit has been reached; so the user cannot add new entities to the grant list. The client SHOULD NOT repeat the request until the user has removed entities from grant list.

11.7.11      757 – The maximum number of block list has been reached for the user

The server limits the maximum number of users in block list per user. The limit has been reached; so the user cannot add new entities to the block list. The client SHOULD NOT repeat the request until the user has removed entities from block list.

11.7.13      760 – Automatic Subscription / Un-subscription is not supported

The server does not support the automatic subscription when adding a user to the contact list, and does not support the automatic un-subscription when deleting the contact list or removing a user from the contact list.
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
