We have submitted a solution proposal slide set earlier (see OMA-MWG-IM-2004-0298-13RDUC01Proposal and the notes in OMA-IM-2004-0314-CC-07-Dec-Minutes). The proposal includes adding one more element to the client capability negotiation, but we found that it is not necessary – the ParserSize is sufficient for the purpose.

Other, not related changes:

· The ‘GETMAP’ service tree element was not added by the earlier CRs – this CR adds that as well.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Not backwards compatible. The feature does not exist in earlier versions.

3 Impact on Other Specifications

Yes, but only the CSP-related specs have to be updated.
