The following is part of chapter 8.3.2.1
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Figure 42. Unsubscribe presence transaction

When the requesting user does not want to receive presence notifications anymore, he/she MAY unsubscribe the presence information. Upon reception of such request the server MUST stop delivering all presence information for the un-subscribed user related to this subscription. Other active subscriptions implying this user MUST NOT be affected.,. The server MUST respond to an UnsubscribePresenceRequest primitive with a Status primitive.

The scope of the unsubscribe presence transaction MUST be either a set of users and/or a set of contact lists referring to multiple users, thus the request MUST refer to User-ID(s) and/or ContactList-IDs, but it MUST NOT refer to screen name(s). If the request refers to ContactList-ID(s), the server MUST unsubscribe each individual user that are currently in the contact list(s).
The unsubscribe presence transaction MUST be supported by the client and the server.

The server MUST stop delivering presence notifications of the un-subscribed users
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
