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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution provides an overview of the differences between the approved enabler IMPS 1.2.1 and the proposed candidate enabler IMPS 1.3 as suggested in the TP R&A comment.

2 Summary of Contribution

There are two kinds of changes in IMPS 1.3: 

1. New features and functionalities were added to most of IMPS 1.3 specifications to fulfill IMPS 1.3 requirements. In particular, to CSP, SSP, data types, PTS, XMLS, WBXMLS, CSP Transport, Presence and Presence-XMLS.

2. Changes to improve some of IMPS 1.2.1 specifications.

In some cases the changes resulted in the incompatibility between IMPS 1.2.1 and IMPS 1.3.1 mentioned in the ERELD mainly when they affected IMPS 1.3 transaction primitives.
3 Detailed Proposal

This section identifies two types of differences between IMPS 1.2.1 and the candidate enabler IMPS 1.3: 

1. New features and functionalities 
2. Changes to improve some of IMPS 1.2.1 specifications
3.1 New IMPS 1.3 features

The new IMPS 1.3 features are described in the IMPS 1.3 RD. They required changes to most of the enabler specifications. The new IMPS 1.3 capabilities are:

· Segmentation for clients with limited memory

· Addition of a contact by IMPS User ID 

· Addition of a contact by MSISDN 

· Search By Contact Details

· Send when a user is not on another user contact list 

· Send an offline instant message

· Extend IM to private group conversation 

· Participate in private group conversation 

· Add/Update public profile 

· Search by public profile

· Request a map 

· Auto-Registration 

· Auto Login

· System Message 

· Advanced search

· Multiple applications / sessions

· Remote user session management

· Sending an announcement in a chatting

· Original name of multimedia message in IM

The new IMPS 1.3 capabilities required new chapters/sections to CSP and enhancements to existing chapters/sections.  CSP is explicitly mentioned because it is the main specification of the enabler; changes to CSP resulted in changes to other specifications of the enabler.

The following table shows the new chapters/sections of CSP.

3.2 Changes to IMPS 1.2.1 features

The second kind of changes included in IMPS 1.3 are changes to existing 1.2.1 features. These changes were made either to improve IMPS 1.2.1 CSP procedures and transaction primitives or to support new IMPS 1.3 features. In most cases they resulted also in changes to other IMPS 1.3 specifications mentioned earlier.
