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1 Reason for Contribution

To discuss and propose a technical solution base regarding the requirement GR-5: The IM service SHALL support one-to-many-to-one instant messaging.

The contribution addresses the technical solution for the following requirement:

	Mobile Originated Chat
	The IM service SHALL support one-to-many-to-one instant messaging


The “One-to-Many-to-One” term has been defined as “A conversation service that allows a user to send a message to multiple recipients and allows the individual recipients to communicate back to the sender ONLY.”

Since the requirement relates to the multi-party instant message sessions the technical solution must be based on the MSRP. Normally, an entity responsible for handling MSRP requests (e.g. MSRP SEND) relays the messages send by a user to the rest of the participants of the IM session. Additionally, the http://www.ietf.org/internet-drafts/draft-niemi-simple-chat-03.txt defines a new feature “private instant message” allowing a user to send messages to one or more session participants depending on the user’s choice. The private instant message feature is proposed to be used for solving the GR-5 requirement.

The functionality would be such that the sender issues a MSRP SEND request which is handled by the MSRP switching entity being the Controlling IM Server in the OMA IM architecture. The Controlling IM Server distributes the request to the participants of the session (of course, taking into account possible server/session specific policies). When a participant wants to communicate back to the sender only the user constructs a MSRP DISTSEND request which is addressed to the sender. The Controlling IM Server distributes the private message to the correct recipient.
