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1 Reason for Contribution

The template for the TS is being reviewed and updated and the above sections will change after MWG-IM have discussed the result and recommended the approach. However, the content of the above subject will never change.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following guide lines is recommended for writing the generic part of the IM TS: 

· The procedures should be considered from the IM enabler perspective i.e. considering IM enabler characteristics
· Focus on the control plane and using mainly SIP signalling
· Any new solution that has not been well documented should be submitted as proposal first to the MWG-IM before including it in the generic part
· Should be written to correspond to the template of the IM TS (under review)

· Submission date should be given by the MWG-IM WG (consensus among all volunteers)

· A volunteer can also decide to further split his/her part into more sections depending on when he/she thinks can get those sections ready for review by the MWG-IM
