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1 Reason for Contribution

Some IM XDM requirements are vague in the IM RD and there is to have a common understanding of those requirements to avoid a risk of different opinions and long debates during Stage 3 work. Also there is the need to make PAG WG aware of at least the challenging IM XDM requirements to see how to approach those requirements. This contribution tries to address these mentioned issues

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Definition of a contact list


		Contact list  

		Contact information of individuals which are grouped together by an end user for his/her convenience, e.g. Friends, Family, Business, also referred to as ‘buddy list’. A contact list can exist in different ways in different applications, with the end user having some control of it. For example, it can be used in a presence application to group a set of presentities together, enabling the end user to easily see the presence information of those individuals.





The above definition is very generic including both RLS and Shared XDMS type of contact list definitions, as shown by the examples above.

 It is propsed that the contact list concept definition should be synchronized with the Contact list definition in PoC i.e. the shared list type of contact list.  The shared XDM type contact list is simply defines list of URIs. When these list of URIs are located in the RLS XDMS , then it becomes RLS contact list.


Most of the requirements consider the contact list to be some of kind of RLS type of contact list (i.e. list of presentities).  In cases that the contact list in the requirements refers to RLS contact list type, the requirement should be modified with an RLS adjective. i.e. when adding to RLS contact list, then ....

		Add Contact to Contact List

		The IM Service SHALL inform a user that he/she has been added to someone else’s Contact List. 


 XDMS initiated notifications toward user is not specified and the contact should be considered to a list of presentities i.e. RLS type of contact list. In order to avoid spamming IM users unnecessarily , the users should subscribe to watcher-info to be able tro receive notification about being to added to some one’s RLS XDM


“ It is proposed to rephrase the requirement as follows:


“ The IM service SHALL inform a user that has subscribed to a watcher-info that he/she has been someone else’ RLS contact list”

		Add Contact To Contactlist by User-ID or MOBILE E.164 NUMBER or Search.

		The IM service SHALL provide the ability to add Instant Messaging users in the contact list by User-ID, SIP URI, or by mobile E.164 number which the system replaces automatically with belonging User-ID, by performing a unique look up on mobile E.164 number.


All 3 three identities should be visible. It’s OK to perform the look up… 


How does the IM/XDM Server does the look up? (Tel uri/ sip uri/ e.164, etc to avoid frequent use of DNS/Enum during SIP commuincation).


Inform the terminal about the operation of the server (unique look up and all additional identiies found).  


It SHALL be possible for the user to add an IM Contact from contact information stored in the device’s phonebook. 


 This is simply using the phone book to update IM contact


Terminal -> Server ->: try to get them synchronised

The IM service SHALL provide the ability to add Instant Messaging users in the contact list by performing a search on non-unique criteria, returning a list of User-IDs that can be added to the contact list by the user.

		Add Contact to Contact List

		If an IM user tries to Add Contact by E.164 number, a friend not yet registered in the IM service, the IM Service SHALL inform the IM user and invite the friend to join the IM service.

		Add Contact to Contact List

		The IM Service SHALL provide easy ways for the user to Give/Refuse authorization to be added to someone else’s Contact List.


No XDM delegation, so it is possible if the user’s contactlist is a group of presentities... In the Out of band scenario, i.e. through XDMS/XCAP operations, the publisher can modify the access list but can not remove himself from the subscribers personal group list. A user can not remove himself from someone’s buddylist


There will be a delegation XDM 2.0: 


· Member can delete himself from some list and nothing else…  

The requirement could  be rephrase as follows:


“.. The IM Service SHALL provide easy ways for the user with Reactive-Authorisation to Give/Refuse authorization to be added to someone else’s RLS Contact List.

		Add Contact To Contact list by User-ID or MOBILE E.164 NUMBER or Search.

		It SHALL NOT be possible to directly add a mobile E.164 number to a contact list without a unique look-up for a User ID.  

Mandates GM-2 procedure when E.164 number is added to contact list

However it SHALL be possible to directly add a mobile E.164 number to the device phonebook and then subsequently the user SHALL be able to initiate an IM session using this entry.  


Similar to the phone book scenario in GM-2

In this case, the device SHALL perform the appropriate look-up prior to establishing the IM session without the need for user interaction.

A look up can be done during SIP communication (S-CSCF), no user interaction needed

There are several approach for these requirements (GM-2, Sec-8) exist. The proposal is o discuss with PAG (solicitate some views)  on feasible approach within the IM Rel 1.0 timeframe





 F or CHAT-6, CHAT-7, and CHAT –8 , the proposal is introduce new elements :


(1) Add XDM elements on the start time and stop time . -> CPCP draft: define display names -> scheduled conference in CPCP


 (2) PoC document as basis and add schedule element (start/end times)


There is already a proposal in PAG WG, discuss with them for the best possible approach

		IM use for Group Management

		A user SHALL be able to create one or several Chat Rooms. At creation time, the user SHALL have the possibility to declare it Public or Private. The user that created the Chat Room SHALL be considered the “owner” of that Chat Room.



		CHAT-7

		Temporary Group

		A Chat Room SHALL exist as long as there are users participating in conversation.



		CHAT-8

		Temporary Group

		A Chat Room SHALL be erased (no longer be available at users´ Contact List) after some time that no user is participating in it. The Service Provider SHALL have the possibility to set that amount of time.





		GM-5

		Add Contact To Contactlist by User-ID or MOBILE E.164 NUMBER or Search.

		If User B has ‘authorization on’ then, if User A requests to add user B in his/her contact list, this authorization SHALL be agreed by User B before:


· User A can see User B’s status


· User A can send messages to User B


· User B can be added to User A’s contact list


· First bullet is fullfilled with normal presence authorization if the contact list is rephrase to RLS contact list.

· The third bullet will be deleted  based on CR [OMA-IM-2005-0705R02-RD-Removing-requirements]

· The second bullet is not needed the IM RD requirements seem to indicate that  you can only communicate with persons that you have in your contact list. Or optionally service provider may allow you to communicate with anyone (REQ SND-5). This option is already conflicting with second bullet above.

		The uniqueness of the new name SHALL be verified within the contact list in a request to modify the name of an entry in a contact list.
