6 Detailed Change Proposal

MWG-IM SWG has the following requirements for interworking with speech conferencing services:

CHAT-14: 
“…Users participating in a conversation SHALL be able to switch to speech conversation and be able to combine text with speech conversation (where available), from the IM Client by selecting the participant's friendly name. 

In many-to-many conversation mode, users SHALL be provided with the ability to set up a speech conference (i.e. conference call, PoC session). The maximum number of participants in the speech conference SHALL be determined by the Service Provider...”

MWG-IM considers SIMPLE IM interworking with other enablers as important part of IM enabler offering but the following situations has created a very complex and overlapping needs of IM features in different environments that need to be careful tackle at its early stage.

 The current situation is:

· WMG-IM SWG is developing SIP/SIMPLE IM with very tight schedule for Release 1

· PoC have similar needs for IM features 

· TISPAN are also going to be defining SIP/SIMPLE messaging

· TISPAN is defining Pager mode messaging and chat services

· TISPAN is starting release two in January 2006

· We should also look at the possibility to set up a liaison agreement with TISPAN

· The above work items are being run in parallel with almost the same schedule but MWG-IM have developed most of their features

· Features needed from all these working group are the same, with the same technology and almost the same companies involved

To avoid the risk of duplication between MWG-IM and other enablers or the risk of having different specification for the same SIMPLE IM functionalities, the MWG-IM have discussed CHAT-14 extensively and have come to the following conclusion:

· MWG-IM SWG will not address any Voice Enabler in IM Release 1, should focus on their core enabler offering

· Delete CHAT-14

· MWG-IM enabler should be defined such that it could be used in different SIP/SIMPLE enablers

· Add another requirement on the IOP with NOTE as below:

	A user, using a voice service (PoC, Multi Media Telephony) should be able to use messaging and chat services provided by OMA IM service in a seamless manner

NOTE: This requirement is solved with the Liaison document submitted to WG XXX and the MWG-IM requirement inserted into OMA PoC. This optional IOP requirement is not applicable to a deployment scenario where there’s no other IMS services


· Submit Chat-14 in PoC and have it as agreed requirement (form PoC to IM).

· Will work together with other WG to support the use of messaging features in their enabler

· Need to synchronise with other forums to make sure that there’s no duplication /different forms of SIP Messaging
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
